exist in "likeness" to it and, therefore, worthy of respect accordingly.

But there can also be a religious interpretation of science, according
to which the dignity of science lies in building up a picture, however
fragmentary, of the divine life in its contingent contents, and thus in
describing portions of the history of the cosmic Being.

Thus democracy and science are allied because they both have the same
metaphysical root, the sense of deity. The world is worth studying and human
beings are more or less equal brothérs and sisters for the identical

reasom—-God.
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
