The first evening session opened under the most aus-
picious circumstances. The audience was large, Liley’s
orchestra furnishing the music.

Rabbi Reich opened the meeting with prayer, following
which Mr. Ben, J. Conyers made an eloquent address of
welcome on behalf of the South. Mary L. McLendon
then welcomed the convention on behalf of the State and
was constantly interrupted by applause. Major Chas. W,
Hubner made the address of welcome on behalf of the
city.

A welcome on behalf of the Georgia W. S. A, was given
by its president, H. Augusta Howard, who said: “I give
you a cordial welcome to our capital, which belongs to
Georgia’s daughters as well as to her sons. The president
of the National-American Woman Suffrage Association,
whom I now introduce to you, does not come from any
special part of the country. She has a house in Rochester,
N. Y., but that is the least of her homes; for in all coun-
tries she has a home in every heart that loves liberty.”

Miss Anthony responded in a characteristic manner,
thanking all who had welcomed the convention,

Lillie Devereux Blake, of New York, paid a glowing
tribute to the chivalry of Southern men.

Mrs. Lide Meriwether, of Tennessee, said, among other
things, that the voice of the people will never be fully
heard till the voice of the home has as much authority as
the voice of the street.

Dora Buell Phelps, of Colorado, was detained by illness,
and Mrs. Alberta C. Taylor was called upon to speak a
few words for her newly-enfranchised State.

The closing address was made by Elizabeth U. Yates
of Maine, whose eloquence captivated the audience.

REPORT OF SOUTHERN COMMITTEE,

The Southern Committee comm_enced the 001lrx’e111’E1011
year with 851 balance in the treasury. At the V\ as mlgl—
ton convention the chairman received dgnatmns anc
pledges as follows:

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Miss Floride Cunningham had held a public suffrage
meeting, and organized a suffrage association. The
chairman immediately wrote to Asheville, extending
greetings to the new organization, sending literature,
suggestions for state organization and the national
minutes. The letter was cordially answered, many of the
suggestions accepted, and the new association became
auxiliary to the National-American, and commenced plans
for active work in the State. We are happy to have the
North Carolina Equal Rights Association represented at
the Atlanta Convention by its President, Miss Helen
Morris Lewis. Members of the committee have for some
months corresponded with suffragists in Mississippi,
hoping to find some friend of the cause who would take
lead in organizing the State. Friends of the cause were
found in abundance, but all persuasions upon them to
take the lead in organizing failed. In these circumstances
it was most fortunate for the suffrage cause in Missis-
sippi that Miss Anthony decided to have the National or-
ganizer, Mrs. Carrie Chapman-Catt, accompany her on
her lecture tour through the Southern States. Her inten-
tion was not known to the chairman until a very few
days beforehand; but immediately she planned to utilize
the tour for an effort to organize in Mississippi. Mrs. Catt
heartily co-operated in this plan, and though the time
was so short, appointments were made in McComb City,
Greenville and Jackson. Fine aundiences were gathered at
each place, and in McComh City and Greenville, organiza-
tions were effected, which form a very valuable nucleus for
a state organization. It is quite probable that such an
organization can be effected with very little effort. This
leaves only one Southern state, West Virginia, still unor-
ganized ; but we feel sure that West Virginia will not much
longer remain out of line of the Southern states which are
marching on to the full enfranchisement of women,

Since this convention has met, the Southern Committee
has appropriated $33.15 to work in Mississippi, $10 to
Alabama, $35 to Florida, and $6 to South Carolina. It
had previously voted $25 to North Carolina. This leaves
$68.15 in the treasnrv, which the committee will use as it
sees oceasion, where some little help is needed to carry out
plans devised by the State associations. By vote of the
committee, the convention will not be solicited for funds
for the committee this vear, so that the whole liberality
of the convention may he given to the national organizing
fund, and the committee feels that its desistance from
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response was exceedingly gratifving; and under the most
annoying disadvantages which hampered the workers,
our success was pronounced an agreeable surprise, The
call of Mrs. Henry, of Kentucky, for opinions on *“Why
Southern Women Want the Ballot,” was diligently circu-

Chairman Southern Committee N. A. W. S. A.

The meeting was here interrupted by an important an-
nouncement, viz: that full suffrage had heen extended to
the women of South Australia. And a telegram from
Caroline McCullough Everhard stated that the Ohio
school suffrage law had been declared constitutional. The
news of these triumphs was greeted by the convention
with enthusiastic applause. _

Mrs. Lide Meriwether presented the report of the work
in Tennessee.®

Mrs. Chapman-Catt, chairman of the Plan of Work
Committee, presented the following report, which was
adopted:

After a careful survey of the whole field, and an analy-
sis of the status of woman suffrage throughout the
United States, considering well its weakness and its
strength, the Plan of Work Committee concludes that the
great need of the hour is organization. There can be no
doubt that the advocates of woman suffrage in the United
States are to be numbered by millions, but 1t is a lament-
able fact that our organization can only count its num-
bers by the thousands. There are illustrious men and
women in every state, and there are men and women by
the thousands whose names are not known to the public,
who are openly and avowedly woman suﬁ'ragiStS.s yet our
organization does not possess the benefit of their names

“on our membership lists, or the financial help of their

dues. In other words, the size of our membership is not
at all commensurate with the sentiment for woman suf-
frage. The reason for this condition is plain; the chief
work of suffragists for the past forty years has been edu-
cation and agitation, and not organization. The time

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ORGANIZATION.

We recommend that a standing Committee on Organiz-
ation be nominated by the Business Committee and
elected by the Convention, the committee to consist of
five or more regular organizers. This Committee will
have charge of the work of National Organization during
the coming vear. It will perform its own correspondence,
mapping out the routes, and placing organizers where,
in its judgment, they are most needed. This Committee
will offer to euch State the beneft of an organizer from
time to time. It will, however, respect the desires of the
State Associations, and will never put an organizer in the
field without the co-operation of the State Organization,
where such organization exists.

Each organizer on the committee shall be kept at work
such portion of the year as she is willing to work, and as
long as there is money to make it possible.. In the event
that the organizers elected by the convention are not
sufficient in number to supply the demands of the work,
the Committee on Organization is empowered to add
others to the list of field workers, provided they are
approved by the Business Committee. Under this plan,
the amount of work for organization which may be ac-
complished in the year is only limited by the amount of
money it is possible to put behind the plan.

As it may not be possible to aid all states 1 one year,
the service of organizers shall first be offered to the states
now unorganized in the West and South; to the states
where the organization is weak, and to those states where
there is need of special work at this time. This is true i
South Carolina aud in Utah, where Constitutional C01}-
ventions are soon to meet: in Tennessee where there is
likely to be a Constitutional Convention, in Ir]_aho whc;e
a woman sufirage amendment 1s already penc_lmg, and in
Michigan, where an amendment may be submitted by the
present Legislature. )

The plans of this Committee on Organization must be
approved by the Business Committee before being carried
into execution. At all times the Committee on Organiza-
tion shall be considered a sub-committee of the Business
Committee.

We recommend that every state shall hold at least one
State Convention each year, for the election of officers and
the transaction of state business. In all_ uu_orgam:'ced
states, and in thosestates where local organizations exist,
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devise some plan whereby it may send its state President
to every annual convention of the N. A. W. S. A, and pay
the expenses of that President.

WORI,

In order to place in the hands ofevery club a plan which
will make their regular meetings attractive and interest-
ing, and which will help tokeep them allied to the national
organization, we recommend the appointment by the
Business Committee of a committee of three to draft a
course of study to be pursued by suffrage clubs. This
course must include a thorough exposition of the prin-
ciples of municipal, state and national government, and of
political economy, and will differ from the courses on
political science in our universities chiefly in the recogni-
tion of the equality of rights of men and women. This
course of study will be divided into year courses, and will
be published somewhat after the plan of the International
Sunday School Lessons, and itshall be put into the hands
of each new club organized. It will, however, not be ob-
ligatory upon any club to pursue this course of study. A
plan of examination by letter shall be conducted, and
after a three years’ course has been pursued, each student
who has passed a successful examination shall receive a
diploma granted by the N. A. W. S. A, The Plan of Work
Committee do not desire to enter into details too largely,
as the committee should be left entire freedom to carry out
its own ideas. It may require months to put this plan
into successful operation, and it will certainly require
peculiar aptitude and ability. We therefore recommend
that the Business Committee appoint this committee with
especial care,

This course of study may be pursued by any club or
society, suffrage or otherwise, or by individuals, but un-
der 10 circumstances can such club or individual receive
the benefit of the course of study unless they pay dues to
the N:A. W. S. A, ) :

For practical work looking toward: legislation, we rec-
ommend that each state association, through its local
clubs and individual workers, shall gather from the tax
lists of all the counties the number of women holding tax-
able property, the amount of such property and the
amount ot taxes paid. This has already been done in
New York and Kansas, and the total amount of taxes
paid by women in those states was a revelation to the

Committee, read the following report:

| The Federal Suffrage Committee has secured the pre-
seniation in the 52d and 53d Congresses of bills to enable
women to vote for members of the House of Representa-

tives, and of many memorials in theirsupport. This, with

' the argument on which this line of work is conducted,
: showing that the right is expressly reserved to Congress
of regulating the qualifications of electors for members of

its own body, was presented at the last annual conven-

tion, since which time nothing has been done.

The value of this mode of effort lies in emphasizing the
fact that women are citizens of the United States. It is
probable that before this measure could be passed women
will be full voters throughout thecountry by amendments
to the state constitutions, or by an interpretation of
the Federal constitution in their favor. It would require
a much greater increase in favorable sentiment to pass
this bill than any other suffrage measure, since thereis a
subtle point in fundamental law involved about which
there is, and perhaps always would be, a division of opin-
ion even among members of Congress favorable to
woman’s enfranchisement. It is, however, recommended
as an educational measure, and if a similar bill shall be
presented to the next Congress, the advocates of woman
suffrage shounld send in memo rials forits passage, not only
from their own organizations, but from §111 bodies and
gatherings of men and women who arewilling to ask Con-

gress for i1ts enactment. i
