The Young People's Temple,
This superb structure, a front view is

given above, it is proposed to erect
during this or the succeeding year, as
soon as the necessary funds are at
hand. It will cost about $3,000, and
will be a model of convenience for the
use intended to be made of it.

The cat above repiesents a view of
the front elevation, but will give but a
faint idea of the size of the whole struc-
ture.

The dimensions of the edifice are 40
! by 80 feet; height of main building, 40
I feet: height of tower, 55 feet.

There will be four entrances in the
front end, opening into the main Audi-
ence room, 40 by 60 feet, two entrances
in the rear opening into the Librarv
Room, 40 by 20 feet.

The partition between main audience
i and iibrary will consist of sliding doors
so that the two rooms can be made in-

I to a large enclosure capable of seating
500 people.

This building, when completed, will
be used by the young people for various
entertainments, etc. During the meet-
ing it will be devoted to the children's
services, and take the place of the in-
commodious tent on the hill. And in

i case of rain it will be found a comreni-
[ ent place to hold service, ensuring a
good audience even on stormy days.

The site of the building is to be at
the front of the Grounds, upon a tri-
angular piece of ground between the
two avenues leading to the depot.

The frontage is on Simpson ave., but
! the rear will be tastefully set off bv a
i neat balcony, and will present a fin-
j ished appearance to the approaching
visitor.

Woman's National Oamp Meeting,
For the promotion of Holiness,
which was begun Julv 16, came to a
successful termination on Monday, the
26th prox.

Notwithstanding the unfavorable
weather, and comparatively small at-
tendance, all the participants therein
profess to have had a glorious revival.

Representatives were present from
all parts of the east and west, and some
from the south ; so it is said by the
leaders that though the attendance was
small, the good seed has been scattered
far and wide, and will bring a mighty
harvest in time to come.

As iar as we can ascertain, the meet-
ing resulted in about 75 conversions.

It is impossible to give a detailed ac-
count of the work in our limited space.
Among the prominent workers were
the Misses Smith, of Bristol, R. I.:
Mrs. Julia Foote, the colored evangelist,
Miss Leonard, of Evanton, 111.; Miss
Jennie R. Smith ; Miss Boyd, from the
south ; Mrs. Keller, M. D..'of Philadel-
phia, and Mrs. Fitzgerald, the inde-
fatigable and earnest leader, who was
always to be found at her post, without
seeming to rest for an hour. Rev. E.
Davis, of Reading, Mass., was prominent
among the male participants, as also

I them, and sprinkled the anointing oil
• seven times upon the altar. Then he
poured the anointing oil upon Aaron's
head, and he was ' set apart ' for this
purpose.

I wish you would take your Bible and
concordance and search out for your-
selves the texts which continually are
found showing how that the utensils
and those persons, which were to be
used for the service of the Temple,
were—as God states it—by the Spirit
' sanctified' that they might be set apart
to be used for no other purpose.

It was not in the other meaning that
they were thus set apart—not to ' make
holy.' No man could do this ; there is
no power in the universe of God save
the blessed blood of the Lord Jesus
Christ can do it.

No bleeding bird, no bleeding beast,
No hyssop branch, no sprinkling priest,
No running brook, nor sea, nor flood.
Could wash the dismai stain away.

It is only the blood of Christ that
can make the soul that is set apart to
his service, holy. Only this blood that
can sanctify it and make it free from
sin.

As we turn again to the word of God
do we find the word used, though prob-
ably not so frequently do we find the
word used in this latter sense—to make
holy. In the letter to the Ephesians
Christ also loved the Church, and gave
himself for it to sanctify and cleanse it
with the washing of water and the
Word.

And, as we turn to the letter to the
Hebrews, we find that Christ suffered
without the Gate, that the people
might be sanctified. You remember
the prayer that He offered for His dis-
ciples when he was leaving them,
' Sanctify them through thy Truth."
May the Lord help us then to accept
these statements and never again for
one single moment believe that the
word is used only in the sense of con-
secration. It is a blessed work that we
do when we sanctify ourselves by con-
secrating ourselves, and it must precede
the work that God accomplishes when
he sanctifies everything consecrated to
his service by making it holy in his
sight, and free from all defilement.

It ma}- be of interest to us with re-
ference to the prayer for the Thessa-
lonians, to notice very carefully the
condition of this church for whom He
prayed. We are too prone to forget
this ; I ask this because very frequent-
ly, in these da^s of privilege, when
souls have at these altars consecrated
themselves to God, and trusted in the
blood of cleansing—first the blood ap-
plied—and the sanctifying grace, there
may have been some who were ready
to say that these souls were never con-
verted ; these are onfy now finding the
joys of converting grace.' At times it
may be so, and sadly true, that souls
that have never been saved, by the
power of the spirit from their guilt and
sin, do, under some awakening spirit,
confess the blessing of entire holiness.

It was not so with the Thessalonians.
The Apostle has written a very faith-
ful pastoral letter to them, not simply

We must not forget to notice
the Children's Meeting, which was so
dear to the hearts of all the Evangelists
many of the little ones were led to
Christ, and many more were deeply im-
pressed, and the ground was broken for
a sweeping revival in the present Camp
Meeting.

We give below two represent-
ative sermons delivered on the closing
'Sunday of the Meeting, July 25th.

SERMON.

The morning sermon was preached
by Miss Leonard, who is connected
with a seminary for young ladies in Ev-
anston, 111. The text was from First
Thessalonians, 5, 23, 24.

" And the very God of Peace sanctify
you wholly," etc.

" Faithful is he that calleth you, who
also will do it."

" We find from our lexicographers

He
addresses them as a converted people.
They had received the word of the
Lord with joy in the Holy Ghost, as
every converted soul receives it. May
I sav to you in passing, all of you who
are strangers to the jo\r of the Holy
Ghost—professors of religion though
you may be—that comes to witness of
your adoption, cease not to cry unto
God, until the Spirit shall bear glad
witness with your spirit that you are
indeed a child of God.

These Thessalonians were ready to
have this prayer offered for them. It
is the very best people in the church
that are seeking this blessing. It is
not the backslider who is ready for this
grace; it is the one who is walking
most securely in the light of God's
spirit, and in the conscious joy that
comes from the love of God shed
abroad in the heart.

Again, some who do not understand
these things, say that these souls who
may, even during these days,[havecon-
fessed this grace, were backslidden from
God, and were only now reclaimed. It
may be true that some have come to
this mount of privilege without the
light of God, as perchance some ofyou
are living, who have spoken this word
of them, and they under these invita-
tions, with hungry souls have come,
and God has answered the cry of their
hearts, and the spirit has spoken, and
they have rejoiced.

They have taken this, possibly, for
the work of entire holiness. But we
do earnestly pray you be not deceived.
Where these souls who have been
taught of God are laboring for these.

What is our hope, or joy, *or crown of
righteousness? even in you, in the
presence of our Lord Jesus Christ,
preachers, would you write thus to a
Backslidden people : They are not
your joy, they are your sorrow; for
them you have wept between the porch
and the altar.

The Apostle also says, brethren, we
are comforted in all our affliction
through your faith.

You who have ministered know how
you have been comforted in all trials,
by the faith of your saved people.

It was not possible for him to have
used these words ' sanctify you wholly'
in the sense of God's consecrating
them. There are those who have tes-
tified to the fact, at such a time God
consecrated me to his service. Oh,
my brother, my sister, be careful in the
"words you use ! God never consecrated
you; if ever you were consecrated to
his service, it was when, with your soul
longing for salvation, you, yourself,
•with the power that God has vested in
you in the will, the crown glory of your
nature that he gives you, consecrated
yourself.

I presume that the apostle knew that
they were consecrating themselves, and
then he prays this prayer, that the
spirit would corr.e into their hearts and
seem to drive the darkness away. But
during these years of Christian life
they had found, as perchance you as a
saved man or woman, have found, that
there was evil living within, something
of the carnal nature still in the heart.
They found that when temptation pre-
sented itself from without, something
within their hearts responded to it, and
the apostle prays that that inward ten-
denc}r should be removed.

Oh, that to-day the spirit may make
this word light unto your hearts. Since
my eyes opened to the light of this
morning, these words have been upon
rae : ' Not by might, nor by power, but
by m)' spirit, saith the Lord of Hosts.'

Note that the apostle does not pray
that they shall be made God, nor
angels, nor free from the infirmities 01
the flesh ; further on, he does not pray
that they may be saved from physical
disability, that they may have perfect
minds, but he simply prays that the
mighty God, the everlasting Father, the
Prince of Peace, should make them en-
tirely holy, for that is just the meaning
of the word—entirely free from all de-
filement.

The speaker further said that the
apostle made no petition for any great
thing, or sudden, mysterious experi-
ence, but simply for holiness.

This work, which might be accom-
plished in the Thessalonians, can be
accomplished in the hearts of each son
and daughter of the living God.

Do you remember the prayer of the
apostle for the church at Ephesus?
They were not better than you are.
Their light did not compare with your
light. He prayed that they, at Ephesus,
might be filled with all the fullness of
God, and they were a church that had
but just six months before been con-
verted, and gathered in from the filth
and off-scouring of that great city—
thieves, murderers, liars—aye, they had
been taken from the most wretched of
the city, that they might be filled with
all thefullness of God.

The speaker further contended that
the church at Thessalonica was no fur-
ther advanced in Christian virtues than
we, and that the prayer of the apostle
for them could be answered for us.

You notice that he not only prays
that they may be sanctified wholly, but
he continues his prayer. He knew
that even after this work was accom-
plished in them, they were still in the
world, and that Satan would still war
against them ; that it was possible for
them to fall from this grace ; so he con-
tinues, ' I pray God your whole spirit
and soul and body may be kept blame-
less unto the coming of our Lord Jesus
Christ.'

The preacher, referring to this word
blameless, said it was found in but two
places in the word of God.

The closing words had reference to
this continuation of the prayer of the
Apostle. It was held that such a prayer
was necessary in the case of all those
professing sanctification, as this grace
did not remove the propensities and
appetites, only kept them in abeyance.
She thought that the world would ac-
knowledge this grace whenever they
saw it shining forth in the looks, tones
of the voice, and actions of those who
had been sanctified wholly.

In conclusion, an earnest exhortation
was made for all believers to come to
the altar and not rise until the spirit's
presence had been realized.

Mt- Tabor as it Now is.
In vols. 2 and 3 we have given a de-

tailed description of this " City of the
Woods " and it will not be necessary to
do so again lest by " vain repetition we
annoy our old readers , as for the new,
it is only sufficient to allude to Mt.
Tabor's present attractions to make
them desire to see it themselves.

Just ten years ago, 1870, the first cot-
tage was erected on these grounds by
the late Hon. Peter Smith, of Waterloo.
This innovation was repeated again
and again until it ceased to be a matter
of remark. And now, we have a city,
with broad avenues and pleasant walks,
perfect drainage, a supply of the purest
spring water from the great reservoir
on top of the hill in the rear of the
grounds and what most cities lack this
summer, an abundant supply of pure
ice obtainable at a very small cost.

It is estimated that over 125 cottages
have been built, and many tents spring
up like mushrooms in the night, just
before services commence. We are in-
formed that over 500 lots have been
sold and deeds given therefor.

During the past year five new cot-
tages have been erected.

Rev. Mr. Lowry has entirely remod-
eled his tent and cottage on the circle,
and laid out a miniature lawn on the
side, making it one ot the greatest orna-
ments of the cirele.

Mrs. Palmer, of Perth Amboy, has
built a handsome and permanent struc-
ture on Morris ave, fronted by a neat
lawn, decorated with foilage plants and
flowers.

Mr. Moore, of Jersey City, has a fine
cottage on Whitfieid place.

Mr. M. V. B. Searing, of Dover has
built himself a neat place, much im-
proving the appearance of East Morris
avenue,

Mr. Isaac Smith, of Jersey City, com-
menced the erection of a cottage on
the 19th prox, and is now quietly dom-
iciled therein.

Extensive improvements are contem-
plated in the frontage of the camp
grounds. No more lots are to be sold
there ; those who have bought gladly
exchange them for lots on the hill.

One of the attractions of Mt. Tabor,
as indeed of all summer resorts, is the
facilities which are afforded for enter-
tainment, so that the passing visitor of
a day, or the permanent boarder, can
have all their wants supplied.
