[Sermon by Rev. Dr. Newman, con-
tinued from yesterday’'s RECORD.]

| The speaker related that when he re-
i sided in Londomr he went to a meeting
i to hear an address given by a reformed
[prize-ﬁghter, who, in the course of his

remarks, said : -* My friends, this is the
third time I have been to the metropo-
lis. The first time I came to whip Jeff.
Burke, and I whipped him. The second
time I came to fight another man, and
I whipped him. And now I come to
whip the Devil, and I expect to do it.”

Two thoughts were suggested : First,
what has made the infinite and Al-
mighty God to enter a heart so de-
praved ? And the second. was, the in-
finite power of Jesus Christ to trans-
form a soul bereft of all virtues; and 1
left that place resolving with my last
breath to proclaim “ Behold the Lamb.”

We next turn -to the third fact,
namely, the happiness that flows out of
this character.

We have considered the * white
robes.”> We have considered the pro-
ducing cause, and now we will consider
for a moment the blessed issue or re-
sults of such a character, or, in other
words, heaven itself.

It is a grand fact that our happiness
flows out of us; it never flows into us.
It is a grand fact'that a man is happy
from what he 1s, rather than from what
he possesses. Hence, there is heaven
in a widow’s cottage, and there is hell
in a king’s palace, hence Daniel, a
prisoner, is happy, while Belshazzar
trembles as he reads upon the wall,
*“mene, mene, tekel upharsin.” Paul,
a prisoner before Felix, was happy,
while Felix, the judge, trembled.

This is the difference; notin persons,
not in circumstances, but the difference
in character.
us, hence, Jesus Christ, in selecting
an adumbration, chose this: ‘“He is
within us, as a well of water springing
up into everlasting life.”” And this is
just the difference between the saint
and the sinner. You are attempting to
quench the thirst of an immortal soul,
but this spring of water bubbling up
is the only thing which will quench it.

It
was this, that the religion of Jesus
Christ is a religion of the mind. That
he is the great physician of mind; that
He would prove that mind issuperior to
matter. [ would prove by thatillustra-
tion that His saints, bereft of fortune,
bereft of health, of friends, dare to
come in poverty and have their robes
“ washed in the blood of the Lamb.”

I hold thata man’s home should be
his happiness ; what is home in its re-
lation to happiness, and to society? A
true home is the blessed place where
the husband finds his supremest delight.
What a sham life is that of a man who
abanduns his home nignt after night
for the boon companions he finds in
gambling saloons. But the true man
| finds his_truest happiness, and every
| person finds his truest happiness in
the bosom of his family. Though such
homes are desolated—sometime the
angels come down and «iss away this
little child, and then some elder angel
{ comes down and loans his wings to that
{ devoted wife, and she ascends to the
life of delight and peace—the husband,
bereft and desolated, if he has this
character, retires within his heart, and
nothing moves him.

Bunday Morning Service.
A large attendance and grand preach-
ing.

At least 3,000 people were on the
grounds this lovely morning, but not-
withstanding the crowd the best of or-
der prevailed. The regular morning
services began at 10 A. M, at the close
of the Love Feast and experience meet-
ing. The choir then sang the usual
opening piece: Thei13oand 764 hymns
were sung; prayer was offered by Rev.
Mr. Hayes.

After taking up a generous collection
the Rev. Dr. Hunt, junior agent of the
Methodist Book Concern, followed in a
grand sermon. taking for his text Matt.
7th chapter, commencing at the 24th
verse. ** Wherefore whosoever heareth
these sayings of mine and doeth them
I will liken him unto a wise man which
built his house upon a rock,” etc.
Whatever our occupation may be. we
are each of us builders, we are erecting
a structure that must stand or fall, and
its permanence will be determined by
the character of its foundation.

Practical men understand the impor-
tance of solid foundations for the struc-
tures which they erect. However
beautiful the building may be, or at-
tractive, however much it may dazzle
in the sunlight by its architecture, if
the foundations be unsound the build-
ing must fall. We admire the rock; it
is one of the most solid and permanent
substances known in nature. We look
upon a granite mountain with a sort of
reverence. That mountain stands now
as it has stood for ages; nations may
have roamed over its summit and may
have been buried in its shadows, but
that mountain is the same, unchanged
by time—a symbol of eternity itself.
Hence the Bible makes use of the rock
as the symbol of strength and perma-
! nence.
| Our Lord said in one place, “ Upon
this rock (no doubt pointing to him-
self) “ will I build my church and the
gates of hell shall not prevail against
it.’, Hundreds of years before that we
read that a * foundation stone should
be laid in Zion, a corner stone, a sure
foundation, a precious corner stone.”
We are t>ld by an apostle that the same
structure of Christianity rests upon the
prophets and the apostles, Jesus Christ
himself being the chief corner stone.
Now as the rock is the symbol of
strength and permanence, it is the sym-
bol of truth;—of those foundations
upon which the whole human system
stands. This text which we have
chosen is the close of our Lord’s ser-
mon upon the mount. He had embod-
ied a complete system of divinity for
the instruction of the ages to come, and
' now he announces not only to the gen-
eration then existing, but to us that
“ he that heareth these sayings he will
liken unto a wise man,” etc.

In the history of this world thereare
two great conflicting systems that may
be represented by the foundations of
these two buildings.

has an innate desire for something or
some person above himself.

The preacher then quoted texts from
the Psalms to show this tendency of the
human mind to seek an object of wor-
| ship as recorded in the old testament,
reven to the making of objects for wor-
| ship from wood and stone ; the Psalmist
‘announces a principle of philosophy
{ which the history of this world has en-
dorsed: “They that make them are
like unto them ; so is every one that -
trusteth in them.” A man will seldom
be better or higher in his standard of
morals than the object of his worship.
A man that worships Jupiter, and then
supposes that Jupiteris subject to vices,
will not rise higher in his morals than
Jupiter. A man who knows God, is
taught to worship Him because he is
holy, and the very attempt to worship
Him elevates the human mind to a
place that God himself occupies. * Be
holy, because I, the Lord your God, am
holy.”

The philosophy of this age is at-
tempting to philosophize God out of
his own dominion. To place him either
in some distant part, so far removed
that he cannot take an interest in what
occurs in his dominion, or it clothes
him with such prerogatives that he is
indifferent to what transpires among
mortals. On the other hand christianity
presents to us an ever present God,
omnipresent, omniscient and self
created, the source of all existence. It
is true it clothes him with power
almighty; it teaches that he has such
omnipotence that he touches moun--
tains and they smoke. We may use all
the adjectives we may find in the dic-
tionary—we may pile them up one after
the other like mountains, Alps upon
Alps, when we have reached the high-
est summit attainable by the human
mind, God, the infinite, the eternal, is
still above our conception. And yet
this infinite and eternal God whom the
heavens cannot contain, is a God of
such power that he may make the
human heart his throne. He occupies
that heart as his dwelling; he enlarges
it so that there is room enough for
him te dwell there. This is the funda-
mental corner stone of the christian
systenr.” I remember when at school
and studying philosophy I was taught
what was then taught as an axiomatical
truth that a body cannot impart that it
does no possess—a truth which you
cannot prove because every one must
admit it. A very simple statement and
vet that is the foundation of all our
knowledge of God—at least the founda-
tion of our trust in him. Now the
substance of this philosophy is found
in the old testament scripture, “he that
formed the eye, shall he not see: he
that formed the ear, shall he not hear;
and shall any teach God knowledge ?”

The speaker asserted that in this age
but few persons were found willing to
take their reputation and risk eternity
by teaching atheism. He had found
but one old book in existence to-day
which set forth those doctrines ; athe-
ism would make orphans of us all
There are few who are willing to dwell
in a government without a sovereign,
in a great realm without a father, and
yet there are those whose writings tend
to exclude God from his dominion.
The speaker then spoke in touching
terms of the gloom which settled over
the country when it was startled with
the news of President Lincoln’s assas-
sination, but the affairs of government
were not turned from their course: a
! successor can be found. the govern-
ment is not destroyed. But suppose it
were possible to strike God down from
his throne—the whole world must be
left in one vast orphanage. No sub-
stitute could possibly be found and yet
how flippantly men write of God—boys
writing in regard to a Jehovah ; he who
i was above all things, and by whom all
things exist.

[ The speaker then, in proving that
! scepticism is loosing ground before the

i power of God, showed that its attacks

i 'to-day are devoted almost solely agdinst
the divinity of Christ and not against
the existence of a supreme ruler of the
universe. He contended that there is
no middle ground,—we must accept
Christ. The apostle says he is the chief
corner stone, we must accept him as
such or reject him entirely. Look at
the language which Christ uses with
regard to himself, “Iam the way and
the truth and the life,” * No onecometh
to the father but by me.” Who is this
that stands at the very gate of heaven
and says to an enquiring anxious world
no man can go in here butbyme? He
says "I and my father are one ”

When he stands before Pontius Pil-
ate to hear the judgment pronounced
upon him, he declares himself to be the
Son of God. The Jews understood
what that expression *“Son of God™
meant. They had said only a -little
‘ while tgfog; “that thou being a man
maf®th th¥self to be equal with God.”

These foundations differ, we may
further remark, if we look at their re-|
sults. Christianity has a glorious his-
tory, and points back to it with prond
satisfaction, Itisan aggressive move-
ment ; it began only about 1800 years
ago; it commenced in blood, it organ-
ized upon ground red with the blood of
martyrs; it has gone forward against
every kind of opposition which a mis-
taken intellect and a corrupted heart
<could devise. It has gone forward like
a triumphant army.

The Christian religion, as an aggres-
sive force, has survived the attacks
that have been made upon it. Begin-
ning with the Apostles, and continuing
z8c0 years, the Christian church stands
1o-day as embodying the great aggres-
sive forces of the age—the great spring
of civilization—why, literature and arts
seem subject to her control.

Now, on the other bhand, where do we
find scepticism with any aggression?
It seems impossible to find, to-day any
sceptical books 100 years old. Ifa man
were to write to me for some of the
works of Tom Paine, 1 do not know
where to find them. Where do you
#ind the printing house whose distin-
guishing characteristic is that it prints
sceptical books? On the other hand,
you find publishing houses, and central
among them all a great Bible House,
like a kind of central sun. sending its
rays to every part of the world.

Now, then, I might select certain in-
dividuals whom we may consider speci-
mens of their class. I do not say that
every sceptic is guilty of the vices that
corrupt society, and may be regarded
as a violator of the law of the land, but
J speak of systems as such, and I re-
gard it as legitimate to say that we may
select such men as Voltaire and Paine,
and men of that class, and say that they

If it is intended for such sinners, we have
seripinral authority for proclaiming that this
salvation is intended for all. It is not only
free but full, it completely covers our every
requirement.

We find God has opened a fountain in the
house of David which cleanses from all sin.
It is also a present salvation ; the truition is
in reversion, but the joy is experienced now,
it gives us a heaven to go to heavenin, It
iz also an eternal salvation ; the peace and
joy now experienced is but a foretaste of that
which is to come, which is to be perpetuated
for ever more.

The counditions upon which this sulvation
depends are adapted to the capacities of all ;
God says, “look unto me and be saved.”
This word look was said to comprehend more
than a simple gazing.

Many other texts were quoted to prove the
simple means by which salvation was to be
attained, and the congregation was finally
exhorted to adopt these simple means and
come to the fountain filled with blood, by
taith and simple trust.
