The Temperance Movement at Mt. Tabor.

The first morning of the Temperance Con-
vention opened bright and clear, and all ex-
pected a large concourse to be present to
hear the excellent addresses set down forthe
day, including those of members of the Re-
formed Club, of Newark.

The regular Mount Hope choir not yet
having arrived, the music for the occasion
was furnished by a volunteer choir, led by
Mr. Wm. Marshall, of S8t. Paul's church,
Newark, with Miss Pendleton of the same
church as organist,

The services were held in the Tabernacle
and commenced at 10:30 A. M.

After the singing of a hymn Rev. Mr.
Loomis delivered the opening prayer ; pray-
ing for the blessing of God torest upon their
labors in the cause of Temperance, and of-
fering a fervent thanksgiving that the chureh
had been inspired with deeper feeling on
that great subject and with more enlightened
views as to the mode of dealing with it.

The reading of the 10th Psalm, by Rev.
Mr. Mayhem, of Rockawsay, succeeded.

The excellent address by the Rev. Dr. Aik-
man, of Madison, which followed we would
like to print in full but as we wish to give a
report of the whole procesdings of the two
days convention our space permits but & con-
densed report of it.

It was in substance as follows :

It is & very trite remark, that we are living
in a sinful world; in a world where from
the beginning rightsousness has ever been
on the defensive. I may say, almost, the
powers of Nuture are arrayed against the
cause of God and good. That is the first
principle that we are to lay down in all our
efforts in this world in bebalf of our fellow
men, or the glory of God. God has for the
sins of man cursed the very fruits of the
ground. I do not know any soil that has
been more effectually eursed than the soil of
the human heart. We hare all learned to
Rave no hope in any natural sources of sue-
cess that are innate in our human nature.
Not that I have given up all idea of success
im any great moral movement, but if we are
to rely upon ourselves mainly, or upor the
ordinary principles of political parties, we
ehall fail. The consciences of the people
must be aronsed before we can have any fun-
damental basis to build up any good and
great work upen.

The spesker next premised that the world
was always arrayed against amy great morall
movement at the outset, as in the case of the
anti-slavery movement in its inception, and
yet deep down in the hearts of this opposing
element there lis sources of strength which
are not svoked until the consciences of good
men and women are aroused.

Bo every great moral movement st the first
can only be expected to array inits advocacy
s gmall portion of men an women. They
musé not be discouraged because they are
few, and because that in the beginning they
cannot array all the forces of christianity on
its side.

Inall the plans of God for the regeneration
of the world be never makes much saccount
of external forces. From the beginning of
the world God has set his people npon works
that were impessible to them, and ecalmly
commanded them to overcome all obstacles.
In proof of this the Doctor referred to the
task that Moses was commanded to do, in
bringing the children of Tsrael out of Egypt.
God tells the peeple tosojourn in the desert
where there is no food and no water; He
tells this =nwarlike people to march to and
fro through the kingdoms 6f the strongest
nations among men—to goont attack Jericho
and break down its walls with the sound of
the trumpet.

When eighty years ago William Carey and
his coadjuters of the Baptist mission went
out frem England, Sidney Smith made the
remark, which I am glad to say ke tood back
afterwards, that they were a parcel of sane-
tified cobblers, going out to command the
allegiance of one hundred and and twenty
millions of men, but they accomplished the
task by the help of Divine grace.

There are everywhere evidences of the ris-
ing public sentiment. New Jersey is awak-
ened from Cape May to Sandy Hook. The
State of Michigan is aroused to ths evils of
intemperance. Glorious old Maiye has made
the prohibatory law prohibatory,

Now what we have been doing in Maine
we are endeavoring to do all over the coun-
ry. The opposition is springing np on svery
side. y

Take the city of Newark for instance,

there is a deadly and determined opposition |-

between the temperance prineiple and the
principle of selling lignor with er without ls-
gal authority. There can be no peace be-
$ween the two principles.

_The speaker then proceeded to show that
the femparamee movemernt imvolréd mazy

callateral issues, chief of which was the pre-
servation of the christian Sabbath, ani the
church most consider it as inseparably join-
ed with it.

It has bean the question with many chris-
tian people whether the Sabbath can abide
wherever there are licensed and unlicensed
places for the sale of liquor. Wherever the
liquor traffic becomes pervasive, there, not
only, the Sabbath is threatened, but =all
other church institutions are threatened with
overthrow.

You may perhaps be surprised and incred”
ulous when I make the statement that there
will on next Sunday be more men in attend-
ance on the saloons than will be in attend-
ance on all the churches of every denomina-
tion. There will be four times as many
saloons open as there will be churches, and
in the course of the- day there will be more
men drinking in the saloons of New Jersey
than will enter the churches of New Jersey.
And who are these who are in attendance on
the saloons, and who are those in attend-
ance on the churches? You enter the
churches and you will see two-thirds of them
are women ; enter all these saloons and you
will find that all or nearly all are men; and
worse too, two-thirds are joung men.

How sad 1is the proportion of the church
going young men of New Jersey to the
saloen going. How sad is this truth to the
future of society and the family life in this
State.

The stupendous figures connected with the
sale of liguor were next shown as being too
great for comprehension, and the vague
number themselves could convey but par-
tially their real significence.

The speaker then announced his belief
that there was scarcely a family in the land
that in its connections had not some one
upon whom this curse of rum had fallen.

Advocates of temperance say there is no
one obstacle that opposes the christian
church with as mighty a front as that of
drink. The church of Christ is fronting ne
enemy in the land that is so mighty as in-
temperance. In proof of this proposition,
how many men are there among the six
thousand venders of ardent spirits who
attend church ? Isuppose there are a few,
but & very few. How many of those young
men as I said eutnumbering the attendance
of the churches next Sunday—those young
men in attendance on the saloons are con-
nected with your churches? It is one of
the most melancholy facts connected with
this subject that whenever the sons of the
families of my church, and I suppose it is
80 in all communities, becoms habituated to
the attendance upon the saloons separation
from ths church follows.

The responsibility of this great work of
reform rests upon Christ's people; it rests
upon the miristers first of all. Thers are
about thirteer hundred ministers in this
State, including Catholic priests, who, as a
rule, are ardent advocates of temperance.
There are 200,000 church members to sup-
port them. God is en the side of what we
are advocating, and God has a right to call
upon his people to do any work ; to do the
impossible and as of old he will be with
them. But we are not trying to accomplish
the impossible; the 1,308 ministers of New
Jersey have the controlling power in the
State. If you cem arouse the ministry of
any great city to enter with any degree of
unanimity in any great moral work you will
see that efort crowned with success. I
believe it is in the power of ministers to
bring up their godly men and women to this
work of temperance. It may not be done
at once. It has got to be done at the
expense of a great deal of personal effort.

The speaker devoutly hoped that the day
might come when the power to act and
legislate in this matter would be put into
the hands of the women as well as the men,
and gave as his opinion that in such an
event there would be shert work made of
the liquor traffic.

And now first of all we can have the min-
isters whe can preach until their congrega-
tions are converted to aetivity; and then
with the 200,000 church members thus
secured who can set a limit on the good
results which will follow ?

He spoke with enthusiasm of the work
accomplished by Albert Barnes in Morris-
town, baving at the commencement of his
ministry there, ten proprietors of distilleries
in his church, and succeeded in breaking
up nearly all of the establishmeents in a few
years.

The preacher closed with admonishing all
to be constant in the work, and not to leave
of until the end was gained, and all the
vasl number of the followers of Christ were

‘aroused and Wwith the help of God the

great achievement will be gained and the
consciences of the people quickened.

T

After the singing of a hymn the Rev.
Mr. McNair,president of the Law and Order
Society of Newark, followed in a short ad-
dress.

He held the proper enforcement of the
law, to be the great educator of the people
in reference to the liquor traffic was largely
influenced by the way, the law treated the
violaters of the statutes, and the discipline
thus obtained exceeds the discipline attach-
ed to the efforts of the minisiry, as the ma-
jority of the people do not go to the minis-
try to be instructed in what is right or
wrong.

Take the city of Newark for instance, the
education the majority of the people have
respeeting the sanctity of the Lord’s day
comes not from the Church of Christ, not
from the preaching of the Gospel, but from
the expression of the public sentiment as
that sentimentis comtained in the state of
things in the city, on the Sabbath ; and the
simple fact that the Lord’s day has been
desecrated, the Sunday law has not been en-
forced, and cigar stores and liquor saloons,
spread their doors wide open, so as to be
seen by all passersby on their way to and
from church, and the numerous crowds of
loafing men surrounding such places, has
done more to inculcate this matter than any
other agency that is at work.

The speaker thought a great mistake had
been made by losing sight of this necessity
of enforcing ths law.

He agreed with the former speaker im
holding that the Sabbath guestion was in-
timately eonnected with the temperance
meyement.

The enemy that we are to contend against
is largely a foreign enemy; a great majoriky
of brewers and saloon keepers in this coun-
try are men of foreign birth. I is largely
an anti-christian enemy. The German ele-
ment, the opposition in Newark, is greatly
under the control of this class of peop'e.
The speaker characterized it as & cruel ene-
my and brought many facts to prove the
unscrupuousness of these liquer dealers in
gaining their ends, and in irying to coerce
the people.

He thought there was great necessity of
union among the different organizations of
the State and country, and that the people
would use greater endeavors to answer their-
own prayers, and the Methodist Church was
sound to the core on the question.

The Rev. Harvey Wood, the agent for
the Natignal Temperance Publication Socie-
ty, made the concluding address. His vo-
cation was not to talk he said, but sow the
good seed, though he proved himself capa-
ble of both. His address was well received
but as he in the main agreed with the form-
er speaker we cannot give it at length. He
was especially severe on the action of Rome
in this matter.

The sfternoon services commenced in the
Tabernacle at 3:30 P. M., and wers espee-
ially interesting. The attendance was small,
though greater than at the morning service.

The exercises were under the conduct of
3. Suter, President of the Reformed Men's
Club of Newark, and consisted of addresses
by Mr. Suter, and four members of the or-
ganization. We felt it to be one of the best
temperance sermens we have ever heard, to
listen to those earnest men telling their
story of the woe they had suffered through the
curse of drink. What could have been more
effecting than to hear men who after spend-
ing five—ten—twenty-five years in the ser-
vice of rum, now rise and proclaim that
through the prayers of God's people, and
the help of the Lord they had renounced
allegiance to the enemy and even all desire
to return had been taken away. The story
told by Thos. Maseline, now a mission
preacher in New Yeork City,affected many to
tears, and produced a profound impression
upon every auditor.

These experiences of these men were nearly
alike. They all testified to the danger ef
moderate tippling ; having to a man eom-
menced their downward course in that mam-
ner and at last drunkenness, crime, ard the
prison followed in quick succession. They
bore noble testimony to the efforis of e
christian women of the mission, in Newark,
in behalf of their reformation.

The afternoon services were lengthy and
the audience manifested great attention
throughout.

In the evening addresses were made by
Rev. Fletcher Loomis and a colored man,
by the name of Hector. The services were
especially enteresting. and attendance fair.

A Few Words About Camp Meeting.

An objection against camp meetings often
interposed in these times by those who
treasure fond reminiscences of the camp
meetings of former deays is that there is too
much of display and too little of deep relig-
ious feeling manifested at affairs of this
kind. If the first means that camnp meeting
assemblies like those of Mt. Tabor, Ocean
Grove and other noted places have kept
pace with “the times and offer to those
attending them the comforts and conven-
iences of modern times the plea must be
guilty, but in extenuation must be considered
in several ways.

Those who can afford to do so, and par-
ticularly city people, seek during the Sum-
mer solstice a place of rest and recreation
for themselves and their families for at
least a few weeks. The more popular Sum-
mer resorts are so hedged wbout with the
sale of intoxicating drinks and pastimes that
offer temptations vicious in their tendency,
that moral and Christian people would com-
promise themselves by resorting to such
places. Therefore, if Mount Tabor were
nothing more than a Summer resort, as some
people claim, it would still exert a public
good by being compassed about with relig-
ious influences, amid which the vices of the
popular resorts could nét live. If people
would but stop and reflect, however, they
would see that the managers of Mt. Tabor
have but taken the comforts, conyeniences,
and even elegancies of social life, and made
them contribute to the praise and glory of
Him who gave them. They have but util-
ized to the service of God those things
which Christian people have too long allowed
the devil to avail himself of for the further-
ance of his wicked designs. They say to the
people of the Conference, come here and
enjoy the service of God among the good
things He has given His creatures. Our
fathers of primitive camp meeting days
worshipped wisely and well ; they did not
enjoy the conveniences of life as we do now
because they were not then to be had. Had
they been as easily obtained as now there is
no doubt but that the early Christians would
have availed themselves of them in so far
as they were able, as Christians do now.
To all right-thinking people the dedication
of such a beautiful place as Mount Tabor to
the worship of God, must evince an appre-
ciation of the beautiful things we receive so
bountifully from His hands.

Those who do not think thata deep re-
ligious feeling ' pervades Mount Tabor, are
probably those who themselves do not enjoy
that feeling. Surely there is every oppor-
tunity here for a work of grace. The most
able and earnest men come here to expound
God’s truths—men whom many of the visi-
tors are permitted to hear but a few times
during the course of their lives. The prayer
and experience meetings are intelligently
and thoughtfully conducted, 2and opportunity
is offered to all to participate. Those who
come here for spiritual refreshing, who reg-
ularly attend the appointed services, who
savor the days with prayer and unselfish
deeds, who set God before them and keep
Him in their thoughts, who empty them-
selves of self and open their hearts to the
influence of the Spirit—these will never go
away from Mt. Tabor feeling that the camp
meeting was not pervaded by a deep relig-
ious feeling. Try it and see.

These goods are heavily plated on Decar-
bonized "Steel, equal in wear to-any plated
goods, and sell for abqut one-third the price of
ordinary plated goeds.

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A temperance love feast was held before
the stand beginuing at 9 o’clock, A. M. and
conducted by Rev. 8. Parsons, who said the
object was to show that temperance people
were loyal to each cther by eating and
drinking together. This feast is designed
as an emblem of cur unity in fighting rum
to the last,

Another brother exhorted firmness in
standing by the cause ; the cross is the ouly
safe way for the reformation of those ad-
dicted to drink.

The sacrament was admiristered and tes-
imonies followed from a number present.

Bev. Mr. Parsons told that he was the son
of a distiller, and supposed he hal ridden
thousands of miles in an old ore bucket in
driving the horse which turned his father's
mill ; but ke thanked God that he had lived
to see the old mill rot down. He was saved
by the grace of God from aeguiring &n
appetite for rum. As Hannibal, when nine
years old, was consecrated by his mother to
eternal enmity to Rome, so his mother had
consecrated him to enmity agairst rum.

Another told how his mother had induced
him to sign the pledge when n small boy.
When 17 his father began to sell rum from
a barrel in his mercantile business, and at
his command he had dealt it out. His

: father failed, and it was not to be wondered

at. Later in life he fell into the temptation
of drinking lager, but saw its evil effect and
renounced it; then he took to tippling in
wine, and renounced it; he next renounced
liquor as & medicine, and had finally re-
nounced it at the communion table.

Another speaker spoke eloquently of the
wounds inflicted upon him by rum, and
others told their experience.

At the conclusion of the love feast a most
entertaining service was held by the Wo-
men’s Christian Temperance Union, over
which Mrs. Denman, their President, pre-
sided. The meeting was opened with sing-
ing and a prayer offered by Motber Hill,
after which Mrs. Denman read the 4th
chapter of ist Peter, and a few verses from
the 2d chapter of James, interspersing the

~ reading with pertinent remarks applied to

her sisters in the work of tempefance. We
want the mind of Christ, she said, and with-
out it our work will be of no avail. God
has called woman to this work. It wasa
special call. A spécial baptism was given
the women in the West, and that baptism
has not ceased to this day. She favored a
consistent work—doing just what God would
have us do. He will not ask us to do that
which we cannot do ; in calling us he has
given us strength. We want & united band
for this work—especially in New Jersey, and
we may be united if we have the mind of
Christ.

Mrs. Mary T. Burt, of Brooklyn, Secre-

tary of the National Union, was introduced.
She said that a glance at former attempts at
great moral reforms and the work of reform
going on to-day would show that woman has
been an important factor. In proof of this
she cited the works of the Women’s Foreign
Missionary Society and Women’s Christian
Temperance Union. There has hardly been
a work of Christian labor with which the
energy and great spirituality of woman has
not been allied. Graphically was portrayed
how God gave to the women of the West &
call to this work in elmost trumpet tones.
The speaker next gave the story of the great
crusade—a story which, though it might
grow old to many, would ever be new to
her. She ghowed how the spirit of the Lord
came down upon the women of Qhie, how
Mrs. Judge Thompson led the first band
into a saloon, and how they labored even
though scoffed. When one of the women
was told that it was unwomanly to go into
such places she replied: My son goes
there to drink ; and should not his mother
go there to pray?” Although the world
laughed the results grew, and after awhile
the world wondered. Since then what have
the women been doing ? They have been
educating public sentiment all over the
country, editing temperance newspapers and
scattering temperance literature broad-cast
turoughout the lend: To be efficient for
their work they have studied the baneful
properties of alcchol—have learned how
Russia, France and other counfries have
condemned it as an irritant poison—have
learned its affinity to the brain and action
thereon. She thought that physicians could
not do a better thing for their country than
to presént to the Legislatures petitions set-
ting forth these facts. The speaker next
showed that self sacrifice was a part of
woman’s nature, and that in this work self-
sacrifice lies at the root of all usefulness.
She believed that the two great agencies by
which the temperance reform is to be ac-
complished are religion and education—the
former purifying the heart and the latter
giving intelligence to do the work under-
standingly and thoroughly.

Mrs. J. A Beecher, of Newark, editress of
the Herald of Temperance, said that she felt
like taking up the threads that had dropped
here and there during the meeting. The
Lord’s body is compact, He uses every
part. " The Lord ean use all kinds of instro-
ments and does use all kinds. There is no

excuse for any person on this ground not be- i
ing engaged in the temperance cguse. The
first speaker yesterday spoke of the work in
connection with the church. Somehow, in
the temperance cause we have felt that we
have worked aloof from the church; not be-
cause we wished it so, but because the church
interposed the barrier. There is such &
great division in the Church upon this ques-
tion. Too many say not ‘‘cur cause,” but
““the temperance camse.” §She spcke of the
influence of wealthy brewers and others who
control the church upon the temperance
question. We feel like saying to the church
at large that God holds every man and wo-
man in the church responsible for their neg
lect, their carelessness, and their lack of in-
terest. God help the father or mother here
to-day who has never lifted a hand against
this evil, although his or her name has been
enrolled upon the church book—the new
name which God gives His children. She
spoke of the women engaged in the crusade.
They were not the common, uneducated wo-
men, but the very first women of Ohio—
those who had wealth and position, but had
broken hearts.

Mrs. Beecher next referred to the legal as-
peet of the temperance cause. While the
work of the Women’s Christian Temperance
Union is founded on the Gospel and on faith,
we believe we should obey the powers that
be. The last subject that touched her heart-
in the proceedings yesterday was thatof pro-
hibition. We nctonly insist upon the car-
rying out of our excise laws, but we women
expect to make new laws. While the men
go forth to work we women will exercise the
mightiest power on earth—the power of
prayer. She demonstrated how God had
given the women grace and led them step by
step. We do not only mean to have the sa-
loons closed on the Sabbath, but we mean
to take this whole land by faith and works
for God and temperance. What we went is
to pray and work—to pray and work togeth-
er. Don’t criticise—don’t condemn any one
who is led by God, but take it for granted
that every temperance worker is led by God
unless you know positively that he is not.
Let us stand as one. You know in your
Christian experience that no two are everled
alike ; that one is led this way and one ano-
ther, but God lends all. = There is no time to
parley about ways. God says, forward,
march! and we must keep step. I believe
we are going to have prohibition in New Jer-
sey. Every one must put his hand to the
wheel and say, ‘“‘Lord here am I for Gospel
temperance, for prohibition, to be used as
thou wilt.” In conclusion a stirring appeal
was made to all to take a position on the
side of temperance. 5

Mrs. Denman spoke upon the ballot for
women, which Western women are asking
for heme protection. She did not feel that
the women of New Jersey were ready for it,
but if she were given the ballot she would
deposit it as religiously as she did any ofher
duty. But she thought the women would
have the baflot in time. She did believe,
however, that women should be in attend-
ance at the caucns meetings, and spoke of
the good effect which followed the attendance
of women in & caucus at Hackettstown sev-
eral yearsago.

‘ Mrs. Bowen, of Newark, seid that women
have quick perceptions and can adapt. them
selves to the work as it is pat before them.
She spoke of the experience of the women
of Newark with those who could not be in-
duced to attend temperance meetings. They
determined to try another way to reach them
and so placed boxes with temperance tracts
in the depots, Since the beginning of the
year 90,000 of these tracts bad been taken
without solicitation. In her remarks she
showed the good results that had attended
the distribution of temperance literature.

Mrs. Hammer, of Newark, spoke of the
results of the work of the Women’s Urion
of Newark, in the reclaiming of drunkards,
the gathering of the children into Bands of
Hope, and their eduecation from religious
standpoints. | We areruising a generation of
men and women who will meet this ques-
tion on iair grounds. She noticed the home

founded in Newark for fallen sisters, and |

the discrimipation too often made between
fallen men and women. She also showed

the support the Temperance Herald had

given the cause and urged the people to take
it. In conclusion she strongly denounced
thaose men in Newark who stood high in the
church on'Sunday and daring the week urge
the Board of Excise not to hear thess tem-
perance Wwomen. 3

Mrs, Melvin, of Newark, a“ded a few
more words in the interest of the' New Jer-
sey Home for Women at Newark. She re-
gretted that more bad not been said of
women's work for women. The home was
organized and dedicated last April, and since
then 20 women have entered i#s doors and
been made to partake of ils benefits. She
spoke earnestly of the condition of these
women, some of whom are mothers of chil-
dren, and the importance of the work. In
conclusion she showed the direful effects of
the bad examples of parents. .
