Friday’s Services.
Another beautiful morning brought
a large number of people before the
stand at the hour of public service.
After singing the hymn, *Jesus, thy
blood and righteousness,” prayer was
offered by the Rev. David Walters, of
Belleville, N. J.

Bishop Taylor preached from Acts,
9:10, 11. He began by saying that he
wished to quicken the faith of his au-
ditors by presenting to them an ex-
ample of the saving power of faith:
Sometimes faith needs to be toned up.
The Scriptures present us with faith
largely in the concrete—that s,
through example—giving us the nane
of individuals who have believed, and
the way in which their belief was ex-
emplified. [t is doctrinal teaching put
up in packages. We have an instance
of the sudden saving power of God in
the case of Saul. The facts were these:
Saul was a hard case—not an cutbreak-
ing sinner, but a persecutor, an in-
tense religionist. He regarded the
Nazarenes as worse than the Fenians.
He thought they ought to be sup-
pressed or exterminated ; but so strict
a legalist was he, that he must proceed
according to law. He secured orders
from the high priest empowering him
to goto Damascus that he might whip
them out of that region; for he had
heard that there were some of that way
in that city. Then he fitted out an ex-
pedition, and set out on the week’s
journey. But when he had arrived in
the vale of Damascus, he was arrested
by a sudden light from the heights
above, and he was thrown to the
ground. While on the horizantal he
heard his name out of the heavens. To
him the voice was terrific, for it brought
a charge against him. * Saul, Saul,
why persecutest thou me ?"” That was
the terrific part ot it; for he knew this
to be God's voice, and he said to him-
self: ‘“How have I done anything
against God? HereI am coming to
Damascus to do him service.” Saul,
driven to extremity, even dared to talk
back: *“Who art thou, Lord ?” And
out of the heights came the answer:
“Iam Jesus whom thou persecutest.”
He had already admitted the premises—
that this was God speaking to him;
and now came the astounding evidence
that Fesus was God! He gave in, right
away. He did not stop to quibble
about the matter. Having been con-
vinced, he accepted the logic of fact.
In that respect he was different from
sinners to-day. He could soon, like
them, have grieved the Lord by refus-
ing to believe. But he reported for
orders at once. Saul was an honest
man. When he was convinced that he
was wrong he got right. When he
staggered to his feet he was blind and
his.comrades. led him into the city.
They were not similarly affected. They
did not see the light hé saw, nor hear
the voice as he heard it. God speaks
to every man at some time, but not at
the same time. His companions led
him down throughStraicht street to the

,ed 3daysand nights. Saul's remorseless
{logic would show him that the charge
God had made against him put him in
a hopeless condition. The law could
do nothing for the law breaker. This
precluded all hope. Meanwhile, the
believers in Damascus had heard that
this dreadful man had arrived, and that
his errand was to drag them before a
foreign court and imprison them. Very
few Christians were to be seen after
that on Straight street. There was
one good old local preacher living there
named Ananias. No doubt he was in
hiding at this time—perhaps in some
out-of-the-way place. Wherever he
was, the Lord called to him in a vision,

“Ananias !” and he said, “1 am here,
Lord.” The Lord said unto him,
“arise/” That’s it: when the Lord

calls you, gef up/ Ananias was or-
dered to stand up. There are some
people who are always watching for a
chance to dodge. They go trailing the
crossalong the way and getting tangled
in difficulties, when, if they would
stand up boldly, lifting the cross from
the ground, they would be blessed. So
it was with Ananias. He said, *“ How
can I go down Straight street?” for
the Lord had said to him, *“ Arise, and
go into the street which is called
Straight.” But what was his amaze-
ment when he was told to enquire in
the house of Judas for Saul of Tarsus.
“Why,” said he,* that’s the man we
are all dreading!” Then the Lord told
him that Saul was converted. He
couldn’t believe it, even though the
Lord told him so. But there was one
evidence which was overwhelming
proof of his conversion: * Behold he
prayeth.” We are not afraid of a man
who prays.

The speaker related the story of the
Virginian, who, many years ago, was
traveling in Kentucky with a large sum
of money. Hestopped with some fear
and trembling before a hunter’s cabin.
A woman appeared in answer to his
knock and told him he might put up
his horse. At dark the hunter re-
turned, roughly accoutered in bear skin
cap and things to match, and the
traveler was sure that he had fallen
upon a den of thieves. He sat in ter-
ror for an hour and then, pleading
weariness, asked to be shown to his
room. When the rough hunter de-
clared that it was the custom of the
house to offer prayer before retiring,
the Virginian, although an atheist, de-
clared with joy that he would be de-
lighted to join with them in worship.
This cured his atheism, for it was plain
to him that a man who prays is a safe
man. So the Lord could not have said
ranything to Ananias more assuring
than “ Behold, he prayeth.” No doubt
the disciples at Damascus had prayed
that the Lord might kill Saul, but now
they began to think how grand a thing
it would be to have him for a disciple.
God had called Saul to go far hence
unto the Gentiles. God made that
matter known to Ananias. The per-
secutor was .to become the- preacher.

at Saul's door, and told him who he
was, Saul doubtless, was more fright-
ened at this name than ever Ananias
had been at Saul’s. Perhaps this name
stood first on the list of disciples in
Damascus who were to be persecuted,
for Ananias was a prominent man. In
a vision this man had appeared to Saul
as one who should explain to him the
further will of God.
When Ananias spoke the words:
“ Brother Saul " it seemed like a reve-
lation. Brother Saul! the Lord, even
Jesus, that appeared unto thee in the
way as thou camest have sent me that
thou mightest receive thy sight and
be filled with the Holy Ghost. Saul
believed. Unbeliefis the most desper-
ately wicked thing in existence. Logi-
cally, Saul felt that he was nnder sen-
tence. Why had Jesus appeared to
him in the way? Toavenge the blood
of the martyrs whom he had caused to
be slain? No; that matter was not
mentioned. The Lord never thinks of
throwing up in your face the sins of
the past. That is a meanness charac-
teristic of humanity. Some become so
charitable that they pray for their
enemies, (and, of course, publicly), in
order to give them a dig. The Lord
God is magnani-
mous in his forgiveness. He does not
mention our sins. As faras the east is
from the west, so far does he remove
them. He does not mention them
against us afterward. “ Ah.” said Saul,
‘“this is the new religion ! this is love !
He received his sight—he got light and
salvation at once. Then Ananias took
him right into the church. He did not
require him to stand outside several
months, and hold him off at arm’s
length. : ’
The speaker here gave a striking
picture of the excitement and commo-
tion caused by the news of Saul’s con-
version—especially among the disci-
ples. He also gave a graphic des-
cription of his sermon on the Sabbath.
That, continued he, is an example of
what Christ can do foraman. And he
can do the same thing now for you.
When we come to sum it all up, we
ask ourselves, what could have pro-
duced such a change in such a man as
Saul? Nothing but the power of God !
Nothing else could have moved him—
all ethics -and philosophies would have
had as little influencein melting his
heart as a moon-beam on an ice-berg.
After alluding to the faith that was re-
quisite in order that we might be healed
of the disease of sin he exhorted the
people to receive the blesser and then
would come the blessing, illustrating it
by the example of a little child.

Afternoon.

Prayer was offered by the Rev. Wil-
liam E. Blakeslee, of Newark, and after
the singing of the hymn—* Just as I
am,” the Rev. William C. Nelson, of
Piermont, N, Y., delivered the sermon
from the text, John 1, 41 and 45. This
chapter deals with events which oc-
curred in the early ministry ot Christ.
In the course of the narrative we find
that there are two Johns introduced—
John theauthor of the Gospel and John
the Baptist; then there are two
brothers, Andrew and Peter, and two
friends, Philip and Nathaniel. It was
Andrew who overheard the remarkable
language of John the Baptist: “ Behold
the Lamb of God which taketh away
the sin of the world.” The two who
overheard this, gazed upon the Lord ;
but they determined to seek him that
they might learn of him for themselves.
Andrew went and called his brother
and brought him to Jesus; and it is
presumed that they stayed all night
with him. It was a memorable night
for them. Who can imagine the holy
influence of the conversationsand com-
munings of those eventful hours! The
influence of these individuals upon one
another is well illustrated in the fact
that Andrew went to tell Simon Peter,
and Philip sought his friend Nathaniel
with the news that Christ was the
Messiah.

Among the lessons we learn are
these :

First, that it was a great thing for
them to find Christ for themselves,
There are different ways by which souls
come to Christ. Some come through
a moral convulsion, like that of Paul.
Some come to Christ through having
him pointed oit by some one else.
Sometimes the approach to Christ is
the outcome of much thought. The
coming is with hesitating steps and a
strange reluctance. There are two
things which enter into this approach :




—T

. We must be attracted to Christ—+1
will draw all men unto myself;” 2.
‘We must be alone with Christ. Al-
though you should bow in the vast
crowd at the altar, yet to realize his
presence it is essential 4hat the heart,
at least, should be alone with Christ.

The second thought which presents
itself in the study of our text is this:
‘When we have found Christ for our-
selves we must bring some one else to
find him. That was what Andrew did.
If your religion makes you selfish, it
would be well to inquire whether you
have any,

The speaker here related an incident
of 1857, that year of revivalsand finan-
cial peril, the year in which it is esti-
mated that 287,000 souls were saved.
The incident had reference to the con-
version of a young lawyer, who after-
ward became prominent as a worker
in the church of God. The third point
brought out by the text is that we
should begin with those nearest to us.
Andrew influenced his brother; Philip
influenced Nathaniel. The preacher
here made a touching allusion to the
death of his only sister and the suc-
cessful effort which he had put forth,
some time previous to her last illness,
toinfluence her to seek Christ.

The fourth lesson taught us is, that
it is possible we may be instrumental
in bringing somebody to Christ who
will be more and do more than either
you or I can ever hope to be or do.
Andrew brought Peter to Christ. You
don’t know much about Andrew, but
"Peter is a conspicuous figure in history.
‘Whenever we remember the day of
Pentecost, with its 3,000 converts in a
single day, we must also remember
Peter. We remember his Epistles, but
Andrew wrote nothing and is compar-
atively unknown. They used to laugh
at Trebonius, the school-master, who
always bowed courteously to his pupils.
“ Why,” said they, **the boys ought to
bow to you.” But his answer was,
“There may be some great man inem-
bryo among them.” And soit proved,
for Martin Luther was one of his pu-
pils.- The Sunday School teacher may
do more for God by bringing his scho-
lars to the cross than he can ever es-
timate.

Among the minor lessons taught us
in the chapter, we notice:

1. Christ’s insight into character.

2. The folly of being influenced by |

prejudice—for instance the inquiry,
“can any good thing come out of
Nazareth ?”

A reference to the delightful work of
God on his present appointment and
an earnest exhortation for all present
to influence their friends and relatives
to come to Christ, concluded the ser-
mon.

After a brief interval a Iarge map
was suspended over the speaker’s
stand—a map of Africa drawn by Dr.
Somers. Bishop Taylor made an ad-
dress relative to his proposed self-sup-
porting mission in that dark country.
The work in Africa, with which the
Bishop was formerly connected, was
largely carried on by interpreters. The
Kaffirs, among whom he labored
at one time, were described as remarka-
ble people. being distinguished among
other things, for the pureness with
which they speak their own language.
They are notable for their eloquence.
The specimens of the Kaffir language.
which the Bishop gave, were certainly
full of music. Seven thousand Kalffirs
had been converted in a campaign of
seven months. He believed in setting
up churches in Africa on the Pauline
tent principle. It was the more inde-
pendent way and the people were cer-
1ainly reached and influenced more ef-
tectively.

At the conclusion of the Bishop’s
remarks he introduced Dr. Somers,
who addressed the audience concern-
ing the geographical points of the pro-
posed African mission.

EVENING SERVICES.

The Rev. Joshua Meads, of Mt.
Hope, N. J., offered prayer, and the
Rev. E. H. Conklin, of Blairstown,
preached the sermon. Brother Conk-
lin’s text was lsaiah 52: 1, “ Put on
thy beautiful garments.” He consid-
ered the religion of Jesus Christ: 1. In
its fitness to our human nature. 2. In

its claim upon us. 3. In its beauty.

Temporary residents of Mt. Tabor do
not fully understand how the ‘‘old set-
tlers” pass the season. Well, it is a
social community, and many and vaned
are the musical, literary and other so-
cial gatherings held during the season.

A GALA DAY AT MOUNT TABOR.

Saturday, Aug. 2d, was Children’s
Day at Mount Tabor. Late in the af-
ternoon residents from the surround-
ing towns arrived on the ground, all
anxious to participate in the exercises
of the Sunday School in the evening.
About 6 o’clock the Rockaway Brass
band of twenty pieces arrived and
marched to the circle, where they dis-
coursed delightful music. During the
day the circle and fountain had been
tastefully decorated with Chinese lan-
terns, and, according to request, nearly

every cottage was trimmed with bunt-
ing and lanterns. At 7:30 P. M. the
Sunday school formed at the circle,
and preceded by the band started on
their march through the various streets
on the ground, the procession being
increased by many of the resi-
dents joining in the march. Nearly
every cottage was illuminated by
the lanterns, and the glare of the
colored fire in the trees, with the
lanterns and sweet nusic, was a scene
to be remembered. After marching as
agreed on, the- procession returned to
the stand, when the exercises ot the
children commenced, before an audi-
ence too large to be seated. .The pro-
gramme counsisted of chorus singing by
the school and recitations as follows,
interspersed with music by the band:
Recitation, * Little Will,” by Miss Lu-
ella Powers ; recitation, “Bumble Bee,”
Annie Price; solos, Misses Bessie
Ekingsand Marian Allison ; recitations
“My Mother” and “Bachelors’ League,”
Miss Clara Bell Price; recitation,
“ Farmer Stebbins at Ocean Grove,”
Miss Bessie Ekings ; recitation, ** Love
in the Kitchen,” Miss Neliie Allen;
solo and chorus, “ The Muffin Man,”
by seven little girls. The piece of the
evening, however, was * The Fairy
Queen and Her Subjects:” Miss Flor-
ence Taylor Walsh,of Newark,being the
Queen, with her subjects, Misses Car-
vie Pitts, Mabel Lowrie, Kittie Alli-
son, Belle Brice, Luella Brown, Bessie
Ekings, Edith Lowrie, Marian Alli-
son, Clara Dunning, Mary Bebout,
Neilie Allen, Lottie Wilkinson, Lizzie
Wilkinson, Each of the subjects re-
presented a character, theinitial letters
of which formed the words ‘* Children’s
Day.” During the recital of this piece
colored fire was shown, making it, in-
deed, look like a fairy scene. At the
close of the exercises on the stand, ice
cream was served in the pavilion.

The entire entertainment was carried
out in a splendid manner by Mr. C. L.
Pitts, superintendent of the school,
ably gssisted by the officers and teach-
ers, and the occasion was one that will
long be remembered at Mount Tabor,
by both the children and the older

people.

The Mount Tabor Social Union
heard a cry from Mascedo—we should
say from Parsippany, and on Tuesday
evening went over and shook up that
quiet neighborhood. There were some
thirty odd persons who either heard
the cry or went with the crowd, and
the result was a musical and literary
feast given in the M. E. Church for the
benefit of that charge.

The entertainment was opened with
a quartette—Miss Beardsley soprano,
Miss Josie Allison alto, Mr. Schuler
tenor, and Dr. Stickle basso, It was
tollowed bv a recitation by Miss Walsh,
a violin solo by Master Walsh, and a
solo by Miss Beardsley. Then followed
the Peak Sister's frolic, participated in
by the Misses Barnes, Pitts, Walsh,
Long, Langstroth, Clark and Cham-
bers, Miss Fichter organist. The rest
of the programme embraced a quar-
tette, “Sweet and Low” ; recitation by
Miss Allen, “Down by the ferry”’; solo,

recitation by Miss Allen. There wasa
large audience and over §40 were netted
to the church. At the close of the af-
fair the visitors were invited by the
hospitable church people to a lunch
at which ice cream and other delica-
cies were served and the occasion was
made one of thorough enjoyment.

The Record’s Pen Sketches.

REV. JAMES R. BRYAN,
¢ .

Among the earnest and successful
pastors of the Newark Conterence
none are more worthy of recognition
than Rev. J. R. Bryvan, pastor of the
Fulton Street Church, Elizabeth, New
Jersey.

Born of honored Methodist parents,
favored with educational advantages,
early consecrating himself to God he
developed in vouth a character of rare
goodness and usefulness, which, to
those who knew him well, was clearly
prophetic of his life work—the chris-
tian ministry.

Entering the New Jersey Conference
when quite young, he soon took a
prominent position which he has sus-
tained with bhonor until the present
time. In the year 1859 he was trans-
fered to the Newark Conference at the
request of Halsey Street Church, and
served that grand old church a full
term with marked acceptability. He
has since been pastor of Hedding
Church, Jersey City; St. James, New
Brunswick ; Eighth Avenue, Newark;
Hackettstown, Plainfield First Church;
Hoboken, Passaic, Haverstraw, and is
on the third year of his pastorate in
the Fulton Street Church, Elizabeth.
In theseimportant churches his record
for purity of character, fidelity to duty,
and real success is such as any min-
ister might well covet, and in muny
churches deeply spiritual and exten-
sive revivals have accompained his la-
bors. Indeed it is an uncommon ex-
perience for him to have a pastorate,
or ever pass a, vear without a revival.

Systematic in work his plans are
simple and purely Methodistic, quietly
but earnestly applied, with permanent
results which may be easily utilized by
his successor for whose coming he
kindly and conscientiously prepares
the way. If ever one were born poet
or artist, or for any especial purpose,
Mr. Bryan 7s a éorn pastor, and in that
relation is eminently happy and useful,
distinguished for his sympathy, discre-
tion and thorough devotion to his
people; commanding ton, in a high
degree their confidence and affection.
Wisely interesting the young, the aged
and afflicted are cheered by his sympa-
thetic teachings and visits, while all,
amid the various experiences of busi-
ness and domestic life, feel that in him
they have a real friend.

With a practical interest in all the
great enterprises of the church he is
also alive to every social and national
reform. He was elected delegate to
the General Conference of 1872; and
has been {rom its beginning, a trustee
of the Hackettstown Institute. A good
debater, a thorough parliamentarian,
his speeches on the Conference floor
are generallv happy in their effect.
For one year he was chairman of the
preacher’s meeting of New York City,
discharging its duties with decided
ability. James R. Bryan s a manly man,
true to his clear and strong convic-
tions, sincere and firm in his friend-
ships with purposes pure and noble.
Though in the thirty-sixth year ot his
ministry, strong and vigorous, the
church may yet hope from him some
of the best work of his life. May his
future ministry be rich with blessings
as the past, and followed with that
“ brightness” of glory which shall for-
ever crown those who turn many to
righteousness !
