A GBAND METHODIST FIELD DAY ON MT. TABOR.

The people flocked to Mount Taber yes-
terday in trains and wagons until a vast
multitude was gather upon the grounds. The
early morning prayer meeting, the preach-
er’s half-hour conference, and the half-past
eight o’clock meeting before the stand were
all marked by a large attendance and deep
religious sentiment.

Before the stand at ten o’clock there was
an immense concourse of people. The ser-
vices were opened with the singing of the
758th hymn, prayer by Rev. T. H. Landon,
and the 765th hymn.

Rev. Dr. H. A. Buttz, of Drew Seminary,
preached the text from Romans, 8th chap.,
28th, 29th and 30th verses:

“And we know that all things work to-
gether for good to them that love God, to
them who are the called according to his
pupose.

For whom he did foreknow, he also did

that is an abridgement of this principle. |

Another thought is that we are to be con-
formed to the image of His Son. The
preacher referred to the requirements which
those who are predestinated must be subject
to, after conforming to which all the nations
of the world are to be blest. He also
referred to the epistle to the Ephesians as
the first Epistle that enables one to under-
stand the word of God upon this subject.
He next dwelt upon the fact of the univer-
sality of this perdestination, which should

comprise all nations and all people. The
Jews thought that no one but a Jew could
be saved, but Paul taught them that the
middle wall of partition was torn down, and
that the Gentiles should be co-heirs of the
promise. Here is a breadth of purpose on
tke part of God—ihe grandest and most
momentous that can be found on all the
pages of history God has a grand wish for
this world, that we might be conformed to
the image of His Son.

Reference was next made to various texts
in the new Testament to prove the watchful,
brooding care of God over the beings He
has created. In all the history of the world,
from the very beginning God has everlooked
forward to the final salvation of men by the
mediation of His Son. He whom He justified
Him he also called. This means the invita-
tion—the call to the work of the Gospel. In
the primal command of Christ there was this
utterance, go ye into all the world and
preach.

i mﬁc but you will find in the whole book a
successive chain of promises, although none
as strong as that.

‘Who are those that love God? Not the
Methodists. Not the Presbyterians, norany
particular denomination. It does not mean
any of us in particular: the description ap-
plies to every one. Now, if you love God, I
have a promise for you ; if you do not you
are still out of the pale of this promise—all
things work together for good. The preach-
er thought that some sudden calamities or
loss of friends or property would make men
appreciate the love of God better. Those of
you who in the days of your prosperity for-
got God may when you become poor be able
to enter into the spirit of prayer—‘‘Give us
this day our daily bread.” The man who
has plenty of money does not know the
full foree of that petition. Most of us have
to earn our daily bread by labor to-day. Do
not let us be sour overit. We have abless-
edness in knowing that all things are work-
ing together for our good. Sometimes God
helps you over the trouble; you are begin-
ning to despair, and just at the right mo-
ment the help comes. Sometimes he does
not do that and you have to die ; but there's
glory beyond the river. The mother of
Wesley, said ‘‘Sing songs when I am gone.”
The speaker also illustrated the fortitude of
the Christian women of the French Revolu-
tion, who went to execution, singing, ‘*Veni,
Creator.” We must think with them that
there is something better than iife—better
than earth—better than reputation on the
other side. Brethren, I want you to take
these passages over Which men bave strug-
gled so much, and teke them and make them
part of your religion. If Paul looks down
from Heaven, as I know he must, he won-
ders why we spend our time in arguing and
combatting these old gospel truths instead of
accepting them in faith. He concluded by
giving the encouragement that if his hearers
would accept these fruths their end would
be well.

THE AFTERNOON SERVICES.

The one o'clock prayer meeting at Mrs.
Fitz Gerald's cottage was over crowded, and
two overflowing meetings were held in Beth-
el Pavilion, conducted by I. N. Vansant, and
another in Ebenezer, by Rev. J. W. Cole,
At the latter there were two conversions.

At the regular Tabernacle service there
was a very large audience, the vast circle be-
ing well filled with people. A few drops of
rain, however, caused a general scattering
while the collection was being taken up. It
lasted but a moment, however, and the au-
dience soon assembled again. The intro-
ductory serviees consisted of the singing of
the 334th and 337th hymns, prayer by Rev.
Fletcher Lummis, and the reading of the 33
chapter of Ezekial.

Rev. W. Tunison, Presiding Elder of the
Jersey City Distriet, preached the sermon,
taking as his text the last clause of the 25th
verse of the 1st chapter of Acts:

““That he might go to his own place.”

In these few and simple words the veil is
rent which hangs suspended between the
world in which we live to-day and the world
to come. They were originally uttered by
the one hundred and twenty disciples who
were assembled in an upper room in Jerusa-
lem, shortly after our Lord’s ascension. We
have a record of the actions of Judas in his
early life. In the light which the Gospel
affords we can trace him upward from a
lowly position in society up to the loffy atti-
tude of an Apostle, and down to the low
level of covetousness, theft, treason and sui-
cide. These evangelists contented them-
selves with giving a brief and occasional
record of his life, leaving him at last man-
| gled and dead by his own hands. But these
words of the Apostle place him in the future
and eternal world, and gives the fearful inti-
mation of his fate. These words refer to the
apostate in perdition. Two thoughts occur
to me in this connection. The first of these
thoughts is that men make their own place
in the foture and eternal world. There is
no room for doubt and question in this mat-
ter that God allows men to fix the positions
they are to occupy when they have passed
away from earth. I mean simply that He
does not condemn men arbitrarily. The
Bible teaches that he is absolutely perfect—
absolutely holy—therefore is absolutely just.
A humen ruler, if he be really just, cannot
bestow rewards orinfliet punishment arbi-
trarily—that he will reward and inflict pun-
jshment in respect to thejdeportment of those
whom they affect. God will reward men
according to their moral character and their
moral conduct. For whatever man has lest
at the first fall he retains his moral freedom.

The speaker here quoted a number of pas-
sages to prove this truth.

PENCIL SKETCHES.

REV. THOS. H. SMITH,
has well merited the reputation he possesses
as a working preacher. He was born in
England, and after passing through the com-
mon schools of his native town, enjoyed the
advantage of a two years' residence at Ox-
ford, after which he passed an examination
for the foreign mission work in connection
with the Wesleyan Missionary Society. Pre-
ferring the work in America he came to this
country in 1848, and has been connected
with the New Jersey and Newark Conferen-
ces for about thirty years. He was firstsent
by Bishop Janes from New York to fill a va-
cancy at Orange caused by the appointment
of Dr. Crane to the Presidency of Penning-
ton Seminary. He spent nearly two years
there and paid off nearly all the church in-
debtedness. He next went to Port Jervis
and from there to the Newton and Tranquil-
ity Circuit, and while on the latter appoint-
ment bought the old Protestant Church at
Andover and established it as a Methodist
Church. After a term at Otisville he went
to Prospect Street Church, Paterson, where
he paid a part of the church debt. AtRock-
land Lake he had a glorious revival and
bought a new parsonage property. At
Eighth Avenue Church, Newark, he also
bought a new parsonage. He was next sta-
tioned at Hudson City, and then at Union
Street Church, Newark, where he paid off
the whole of the church debt. At Staten
Island his church was greatly improved with
tower, clock, ete., and refurnished. After a
suceessful ministry at Haverstraw he went
to Summerfield Church, Staten Island, where
he raised $2,500 of debt. In 1874 he was
appointed Presiding Elder of Morristown
dis rict, end continued four years in this
connection with it and the Newton district,
with which it was merged. This spring he
was appointed to Westfield, where he met a
terrible misfortune in the death of his wife,
who died suddenly upon the first Sabbath of
her residence in the place. He isa sound,
able preacher and all his charges have expe-
rienced good revivals, While here he re-
sides in an elegant cottage on Summerfield
place, A

REY, AMZI L. SMITH

is a man who #ught to command the admi-
ration of all. He was born at West Milford,
Passaic County, but removed with his par-
ents at a very early age to Orange County,
New York. When a young man he went to
Paterson to learn the trade of a machinist,
and in order to support himself and prose-
cute his studies was compelled to labor in
the shop till midnight nearly every day. In
the course of a couple of years this broke
him down physically, and he retired to farm-
ing in which pursuit he engaged ten years.
After a persistent struggle with adverse
circumstances, he went out in 1866 to preach
on the Vernon Circuit under Elder C. S.
Coit, and joined the Conference on trial in
1867. Although at first appointed to
churches that were considerably run down
his zeal never flagged and he proved a
Dblessing at every place he was sent. During
the first year at Vernon the church was
strengthened by the addition of 135 converts;
at Libertyville, his next charge, 80; at
Forestburg about 50 ; at Centerville the same
number, and during his first year at Still-
water, a little hamlet in Sussex 122 were
born anew. He is now stationed at Wesley
Chapel, in Rockland County, New York,
where he has just gone and will probably be
heard from soon. His original, forcible
sermon here last Saturday evening reached
and roused the religious sentiment on Mount
Tabor, and all who heard it at once con-
ceived a strong interest in the preacher.

HON. SAMUEL T. SMITH,

was born at Waterloo, in the county of Sus-
sex, New Jersey. His father was Hon. Pe-
ter Smith, now deceased. who when alive,
was one of the most popular laymen of the
Newark Conference and built the first cot-
tage at Mount Tabor. His son, the subject
of this sketch, is a marked man and the cloak
that so ably adorned his father has fallen up-
on his shoulders. He was educated at the
Wesleyan University, Newark, and from the
time of his majority to the present has al-
ways held some office of trust and responsi-
bility. An able financier, his native town-
ship has always looked to him for the man-
agement of its finances. From 1873 to 1876
he occupied with ability the position of State
Senator from Sussex County, and retired
from that responsible position with a record
untarnished and unstained—a rare example
in these days. He is a man of rare qualities
and numbers his friends by legions—an inde-
fatiguable worker, whatever his hands find-
eth to do he does with his might. He re-

gides during the camp meeting season in his
cottage on Trinity place.

REY. DAVID WALTERS
was born in Hunterdon County, but passed
the greater part of his early life m Morris.
He was educated at Wyoming Seminary,
Pa., and entered the ministry in 1851,
preaching for eight months under Elder
Lippincott on the New Germantown Circuit,
before joining the New Jersey Conference,
in 1852. He was first appointed on the
Newton Circuit with Rev. Martin Herr, and
afterward filled the following appointments
in the order named: Greenville in Hudson
County, Fort Lee, Peapack, Ramapo Circuit,
East Newark, Asbury on Staten Island, Port
Jervis, North Haverstraw,
Flemington, Union St. at Newark, St. Paul's
on Staten Island, Port Oram, First Church
of Phillipsburg, and is now in the first year
of his connection with the Newton church.
Of his ability as a preacher it is unnecessary
for us to say anything in praise—his recent
sermon here being proof sufficient of his
worthiness in this respect. His ministry
has proved a very satisfactory one to him
and to the people with whom he has been
connected, and he has had the privilege of
seeing many hundreds of souls brought into
the churches he has served. He erected a
new church at Centerville when on the Flem-
ington charge, and a number of societies
have been formed and churches built as the
result of successful revivals by him con-
ducted. He enjoys each season on Mount
Tabor, and owns and occupies a fine cottage

on Wesley Place.

REV. 8. K. DOOLITTLE,
although a comparatively recent member of
the Conference, has filled a worthy place in
it. He was born at Pond Eddy, Sullivan
County, New York, graduated at Union Col-
lege, N. Y., and was the first student entered
at Drew Seminary, from which he graduated
in the first class, in 1869. In 1868, while a
student, he supplied the church at Hurd-
town. Since then he has been stationed at
Godwinville, Alpine, Vienna and Flanders,
and is now serving his second year at Cokes-
bury. At Alpine he erected a church, and
upon his charges has had very good suc-
cess in revival work. He had a number of
conversions at Vienna, many at Flanders,
and last fall, upon his present charge, had a
stirring revival, during which 120 were con-
verted. The fruits of his labors thus far
have been about 300 conversions.

part of God assume that the individual b-s
the power to secure the promiss uttered or
the punishment denounced. As God in His
holy word assumes man's moral freedom, so
do men in making laws and inflicting penal-
ties for breaking them, assume that persons
have the ability to avoid crimes. In regard
to moral freedom it is true that we are free
—really free, consciously free. We are free |
as far as our physical nature is concerned.
Within certain limitations, and not say nar-
row limitations either. We can accept God's
invitations or trample upon His commands.
Every Christian before God did for a time
refuse to obey God's commands. You who
are unsaved before God to-day are unsaved
because in the exercise of your own agency
you have refused to repent and believe in
our Lord Jesus Christ. The preachsr here
related a touching incident to prove that
men, even in the most trying ordeals, have
the power of resisting tempiation.

This work of character building is a work
that man must do for himself. Angels and
God may propose to help him build aright,
but he alone can perform the act. Demors
may urge him wrongly but he has the power
to resist all their machinations. Now my
point is this, that inasmuch as man builds
his own character God will surely assign
him to the plsce which his character fits
him to occupy. He found a number of il-
lustrations of this character beilding in
every day life. Some pretend $o believe
that they have no power whatever to vary
their future destiny—that their destinies
have been fixed unalterably for time and
eternity ; but when they have been awak-
ened to the power and grace of our Lord
Jesus Christ they surely feel that if they
are lost then they are lost throngh their own
fault. Men on their death bed throw aside
such shams as these and feel the awful
truth. A text was quoted to prove that he
that is righteous and commits a sin shall
not be saved by his righteousness; but he |
that is guiliy aud repenteth of his sin shall
avoid the consequences of that sin. 'The
Apostle declares deeply and emphatieally
that God renders unto every man according |
to his works. Texis were further quoted to |
show the judgment that should be upon all |
hereafter. There is notin Ged's word, from |
beginning to end, any werrds opposing this
final judgment, or the doctrine to which I
refer, that our eternal destiny depends whol-
Iy apon our conduct and eharaeter here.

The second thought is, that men go to
this place after death. Judas died and the
disciples declire that he weni to his own
place. Man is & dual creaturs ; he is made
of the dust of the gronnd, brt we also find |
thet God breathed inta his nostrils the |
breath of life. His natural body was all
those properties of matter—impenetrability,
indestruetibility : but his higher rature has
other characteristics.

You have seen & man or woman with per-
fect bodily health and yet with a mind com-
pletely shattered, or you can find many with
poor weak deformed bodies and yet with a
mind strong and active. So far as we ‘can
trust experience our spiritual nature is not
affected by any bodily weakness.

T do not wonder that in the light of all
these facts the ancients represented those
persons who had died as existing in sowe
future state. The speaker mentioned a
number of cases where the aneient heathen
philosophers expected to meet their friends
after death. The Secriptures are very spe-
cific upon this point. - Abraham died and
was gathered to his fathers, not literally to
his fathers for he was buried in Canaan, but
it implies meeting after death the long line
of ancestors who had gone before him. The
same thing may be said of Moses, Christ
said to the dying thief this day shalt thou
be with me in Psradise. There are some
herities who assert that Christ d&id not mean
that day, but at some future time, after that
day he would be in Paradise. Christ never'
talked such nonsemse. The Saviour also x
spoke of Lazarus being carried by anﬂelb-
into heaven ; and Dives opening his eyes
being in torments. And can anybody say
that the soul after death becomes even for a
moment unconscious ? X

The preacher then referred to the instinet
of men at the moment of death as pointing
in this direction and thought that God
would never mislead man in sueh awful
moments.

And now a third point. Men remain in
the place forever, to which their lives on
earth, have fitted them. Just as we find
these properties in matter, so are they in the
soul of man, There is but one other doc-
trine so universally necepted as the belief in
an’ ieternity of existagee after death, and
that is the existance of a God. The ancients
had in their religien a place of eternal joy
or eternal woe. So this immortality is an
objeet ©f general desire. All men do not
desire wealth, some despise it, only so far
as it enables, them to do good to their fel-|
low men. All men do not desire position
for the seramble for position is debasing to
some minds and they will not enter into it
All do not desire cultare or power, but there
is no man living who does not desire happi-
ness. If you pray and repent and believe

The knowledge and reputation of the
preacher of the evening drew a vast audi-
ence before the Tabernacle.

Rev. Dr. Sims, of Brooklyn, New York,
the preacher of the evening, conducted him-
self the introductory services, embracing the
singing of the 175th hymn, prayer, and then
the 2024 hymn. The Doctor then announced
as his text the 6th verse of the 158th Psalm.

“Though the Lord be high, yet hath he
respect unte the lowly, but the proud he
knoweth afar off.”

If there is one thing more than another in
«connection with this meeting that we regret,
it is that we are unable to report this ser-
aon, because of its being preached in the
evening, compelling us to curtail it like all
its predecessors.

The learned divine said he had read the
latter part of the verse not for the purpose
of 2 comment on the first part, except to
show how the lowly is the opposite of the
proud. He would have his hearers remem-
ber-that whatever there is of comfort in the |
word of God comes to the meek and con-
trdte in spirit. He demonstrated that
though the Lord is all powerful and great

“he watches over and cares for the meek
.and lowly. ‘

"The language of the Psalmist is that of
rsurprise—not because he is surprised at what |
God does, but because it is so opposite to !
the way of the world. It is not the spirit of |
“the world that those who are great should |
recognize the lowly. Graphically  he |
showed how men could not understand the |
‘distinctions position as God does—that the
.great and lowly here are out of sympathy
with each other—that they are put apart in
whe thoughts that occupy their minds—that
they are put apart by what the world thinks
of them. Most of us form our estimates of
ourselves not by what we are, but by what
the world thinke of vs. It is pretty hard
for you to believe that you are a mean man,
it is hard for you to believe yourself a sinner
when the world flattersyou. The world ad-
vertises greatness whether it wants to be ad-
vertised or not; but it does not adverbise |
‘the humble and homeless ones, but leaves |

them to get along as best they can. The | §
great and lowly do not understand each oth- | ;

er and they wrong each other in theirhearts,
Though the Lord be high—higher than any
of us, yet hath He respect for the lowly—the
Iowest of all. 'With grand illustrations and
powerful eloquence he showed God's great-
ness and our littleness—how He elevates us
by the respect He has for us who are lowly
—how He has regard for the lowly in the
fact that when He wants to do great things
He begins with little things—how He uses
#he weak things to confound the mighty—
‘how He makes you know that He hath re-

sonally, and teaches you to call him Father.
ZIn conclusion he showed how Jesus loved
the lowly, and powerfully pleaded with all
1o come to Him.

Taylor, the missionary, followed in
exhortation with great effect, and a number
went forward to the altar.
