you are afraid to enter.

His country, he said, was a Remwn Cath-
olic country, and that church sends it3
emissaries aronnd to the houses of the peo-
ple there, and if they find a Bible that is
printed in New York or London they tear it
np, and they wonld do it here-if they dared.
Their religion is a slavish one. They incul-
cate. the belief that children who bave not
godfathers will die infidels ; they teach that
children are sent fo hell if they die withont
heing baptized ;- they teach that a men must
receive forgiveness of sin from a man. In
this conmpection he told beautifully the
sxperienca of his own conversion in refuta-
tion of the latter doctrine. The sweetness
of the experience of his forgiveness was all
the sweeter because God gave it to him,
that no man did it. That experience is
worth all the world to me, but the peor
Roman Catholic canmnot have it because the
priest- -and they teach them' that he is God
in the confessional—must grant absolation
or the gates of Heaven will be closed against
him. They tell him that he must go to
purgatory unless the priest says and his
heirs pays for the masses, and they are never
raid without pay. They cannot be moral
with sueh teschings and their immorality
i8 fearful.

A bull 8ght is one of the bloodiest carni-
vals known on earth, and the spenker
described their fesrful scenes. Yet mothers
take their children to see them, and he
related an inrtance where a bull fight was
fought in a building abutting a new Cath-
olic church, under the sanction of the
Bishop, and on the holy Sabbath day, for
the purpose of raising funds to complete
that church.

He next noted the economy of the Meth-
odist plan of conducting missions, which
gets more work out of its missionaries for
the cost than any other denomination. The
sacrifices made by some of them were vividly
shown. Being requested, he related the
work accomplished in his church in Monte-
veido. The work was commenced in the
parlor of the agent of the Society, and men
were gathered in from the streets. Bye and
hye the Free Methodists guve them an old
»chool house, and then they bought a theatre
which will held 550 people and is always
crowded. At the Tuesday evening prayer.
meeting there is an attendance of 200. In
the Sunday School the children sing Moody’s
rud Bankey's hymns in English, Spanish.
French and Ifalien, all at once. When they
instituted revival meetings they thonght the
people would not understand it, but at the
meeting held last January over two hundred
were converted.

He next made a plea to the people, saying
that the Methodists bad been offered in-one
of the most fertile parts of the Republic a
building and property valued at $50.000,
which had been intended for an agricultural
college but had failed. With it is offered
300 children, from 3 to 10 years of age,
which the government will make over to
them. * The most intelligent of the boys can
be educated for ministers, editors, docters
and lawyers. Who can say if the Church
does not accept this that it we held guiltless,

Bishop Foster said he did not think it pos-
sible that this offer could bepassed by and |
the M. E. Church he held guiltless. He re-!
lated some circumstances of a visit to the
field spoken of by Mr. Thompson. The
picture was not overdrawn of the amount of
work and saerifices of these men, and the
crimes described. He was himself a witness
«f one of these bull fights on the Sabbath
day, presided over by & Bishop.

He wahted to say a word for Brother
Thompson, who was too modest to say it for
himself. .It .was four years ago when he
visited South America and found him there
in a theatre crowded almost to suffocation.
In the Spanish language he is much more
¢loguent then in the English. He was even
told by a Jesnit college professor that he was
the most eloquent and powerful man in

South America for the propogation of the
Gospel. When it became hinfed that some |
missionaries were to be removed committees |
and individuals came to him and asked |
him not to lay his hends on this voung |
brother. He also related an incident
that was told him of how Brother Thompson
had gone into a place where Protestauntism
had never been preached, and held an argn-
ment in the sireets with several Spanish
priests, the result of which was that they
were hooted through the place.

If we could get into the heart of God what
do you think wéuld be the most ‘enrnest de-
sire we wonld find there ? It would be that
this whole world should be given to Jesus
Christ for His possession.  And if we could
have our most earnest wish would it not be
that God’s desire should be ecarried out spe-
dily? How shall we go sbout it to accom-
plishit? God has a system by which He
Proposes to bring it about. We believe that |
by the Gospel the world will be converted to |
the Lord Jesus Christ, and we can be agents !
by following God's method and sending the | |

Bible., 'y

Try the honesty of your conviction that i
the world will be converted. It is largely a f
matter of dollars and cents. (od is ready, {

the Goe'péf] is rendy, ‘the Holy Ghost is ready '

and the great World is ready and waiting.

There are men—rich men, high in profes-
sion—who when the proposition is put be-
fore them quarrel with God about & dollar,
While the breath of the utterance of the de-
gire for the salvation of the world is yet
warm upon their lips they say they cannot
afford the money. The greatrich Methodist
Episcopal Church comes up with forty-two
cents to the member and says, ‘‘Lord, we
want to see the world converted, and we are
willing to contribute forty-two cents a head.”
We want men who are willing to sacrifice
something for the Master. He would be
ashamed if three months passed and that
building in South America that Brother
Thompson spoke about was not purchased.
When the people comeleapingand praising
and saying, ‘‘ Lord Jesus here I am with all
I have,” the world would not be converted
in fifty years.

Dr. Dashiell spoke of those New Jersey
Methodists—rich farmers and men of means
and yet he knew that in some charges where
there were such God's ministers have not re-
ceived 8100 a year for their services. He
could understand entire consecration, but he
could not understand that kind of entire con-
secration that does not take in & man’s prop-
erty.

Rev B Rooney followed with a few re-
marks, the purport of which was that of all
the curses he. had seen resting npon congre-
gations the greatest was. this, and the great-
est fear he had that the people would be lost
was the fear of this accursed avarice.

Bishop Foster followed in a few words en-
dorsing the general tenor of the remarks made
upon this subject.

Mrs. Wheeler, who was one of the speak-
ers announced, and who had just arrived, ex-
plained that the reason of her not being here
before was she was engaged for Friday. *

The meetmg was dismissed with the ben-
ediction.

At the conclusion of this meeting, a very
spirited and intensely interesting temper-
ance prayer meeting was held in Bethel
pavilion nnder the suspices of the Iadies.

The evening service, in the matter of at-
tendance and interest was a fitting conclu-
sion of the services of this grand day, the
Young People's prayer meeting leading with
usual interest.

Before the stand at the general meeting the
multitude gathered in numbers but little di-
minished, and the services began with the
singing of the 388th hymmn, after which
prayer was offered by Rev. J. W. Young.
The singing of the 474th hymn followed.

The preacher of the evening was Rev. J.
L. Hurlburt, who announcel as histext a
part of the 21st verse of the 4th chapter of
2d Timothy :

The space given to the other'sermons and
addresses of this day have deprived us of the
privilege of noticing the outline of this
excellent sermon—which greatly interested
the vast discourse, by reason of its logie and
convineing truth.

He then at
length gave the reasons why all should make

season of prayer and exhortation.

HELD BY THE METHODISTS TN THE TOWN
OF CARMEL. DUTCHESS COUNTY, FROM
TEE 14t TO THE 17TH OF SEP-
TEMBER, 1804.

Friday afternoon two o’clock, Meeting
commenced. Six traveling Preachers
present. Dr. Thacher preached from
the whole armonr of God, Eph. 6, 13.
Brs. Coleman, Candee, and Sawyer ex-
horted, &e., about 400 people present.
In the Evemn” by the light of candles
fired to the smnd and the trees. Br.
Snethen preached from Isaiah 59, 1,
“Behold the Liord’s hand is not short-
ened that it cannot save neither is his
ear heavy that it cannot hear.” He re-
lated something of the work that he had
witnessed in the south and west. Great
power in the assembly. Br. Thomson,
a coloured local preacher, exhorted very
warmly, Br. Thacher exhorted and
concluded.

., Nine o'clock, family prayer, which
Jasted at come of the waggons 'till mid-
night. Great power. Several fell to
the ground ; some apparently awakén-
ed, and some sanctified.

Sat. 15, ‘quarter before six o’clock,
family prayer very lively.

Eight o’clock, general prayer meeting
at the stand. Brs. Snethen, Ward,
Sawyer, Ensign, and Felech prayed—In
the iutermission, opve soul gloriously
converted.

Ten o’clock, Preaching by Br. Ward,
Eph. 2, 3, for by grace ve are saved
through faith. Exhortation by Brs.
Mead, and Montross. Br. Snethen
spoke to correct an opinion that some
had imbibed, that this was intended for
a union meeting of differant denomina-
tions, he explained our principles and
motives of action, and turned his ad-
dress into a powerful exhortation ; it
was thought 1500 people were present.
Exercises continued. Several fell to the
ground.

Two o'clock. Ten travelling preach-
ers present. Br. Snethen preached from
the 67 Psalm 1, 2 v, God be mereciful to
us and bless us, and cause his face to
shine upon us that thy way may be
known upon the earth, thy saving health
among all nations. Brs. Sawyer, Cole-
man, aud Thacher, spoke in order.
Great power was displayed—several fell,
Supposed about 2500 present—Prayer
praise and exhortation incessantly kept
up. Awakenings, conversions, and sanc-
tificatione, with falling to the ground.

Eight o’clock Evening, Br. Felch
tried to preach, but could not be heard
for the cries of the people. Exercises
kept up almost uninterupted all night.
The Lord wrought wonderfully in the
camp. Many fell—one man running
away, fell down in the woods (as did an-
other before) he was found stretched on
the ground crying for mercy. This
night souls were awakened, some con-
verted, otbers sanctified, and backslid-
ers restored, but how many could not
be exactly known.

Sunday 16, eight o’clock, general
prayer meeting at the stand. Bre. Gar-
rettson, Ward, Tuttle, and Thacher
prayed, Br.Suethen exhorted. After a
short intermission, preaching agsin by
Br. Snethen, with mighty energy, from
Q.Conntbmns. 10, 35. For though we
live in the flesh we do not war after the
flesh, &c. The God of battles was pres-
ent. The fire of the Lord ran through
the assembly. Several good judges sup-
posed the congregation could not be
rekoned lower than 7000. Br. Snethen
thought it was the largest congregation
he ever preached to. Brs, Garrettson,
and Thacher exhorted. ]

Two o’clock, Preaching by Br. Thach-
er, from 2 Cor, 6, 2. Behold now is
the accepted time. behold now is the
day of salvation. ~ Br. Hunt, from Mark,
8, 36. 'What shall it profit a man if he
shall gain the whole world and lose his
own soul. Br. Candee exhorted ; Br.
Felch spoke from the labourers and the
harvest, John 4, 38538. Br. Tuttle clos-
ed. The exercises continued until next
day, in different paris of the camp.
Numbers fell to the earth, seeking par-
don, others sanctification, and after a

longer or shorter space would rise and’

praise.God for the blessing.  Ove wom-
an, sister B. of the society in Salem
struck down for sapetification under Br.
Hunt’s sermon on Sunday afterncon,
did not recover until Tuesday morning,
but she could praise God with her
tongue, while deprived of musecular mo-
tion ; she breathed freely, and her pulse
were perfectly regular all the time, her
countenance expressed the greatest tran-
quility, and indicated her being over-
come by eestacy.
