Rev. L. R. Dunn, D. D., the preacher

of the afternoon found his text in Rev-
elations 12:11.

" And they overcame him by the
blood of the Lamb, and by the word of
their testimony, and they loved not
their lives unto death."

SERMON.

In this chapter the great antagoniz-
ing- forces which this world contains
are vividly brought before us.

This world, so far as we know, is the
only great battlefield of moral prin-
ciples in the universe. In this world
truth and error, sin and holiness, God
and angels, good and the Devil, are in
eternal antagonism; it is the conflict of
the centuries going on from the dawn
of time, gathering volume and force,
and never more unrelenting or fiercer
than it is this hour.

But notwithstanding all the efforts of
the powers of darkness in the past, the
word of God rings out clear and un-
mistakable, thai there can be no doubt
as to the result, for the victory is cer-
tain.

I have two simple thoughts to bring
to j'our attention. First, what they
overcame. Second, how they over-
came.

There is one foe the leader of all
the others, that is presented before us
in this chapter, and that is the
"Dragon,"—the " Old Serpent," "the
Devil." He it is that is especially re-
ferred to in the word " him."

The word of God brings before us
just as clearly the personality of the
Devil, as it does that of Jesus Christ.

Satan is the great leader in all strife
and conflict that the church of Christ
has to engage in, but there are great
forces under him. The heathen, or
anti-Christian world, governments, su-
perstition, erroi, idolatry and philoso-
phy—all in their various forms, they
have antagonized Christ's cause.

By the liquor traffic, and through the
opium trade, and kindred forms of or-
ganized evil, Satan keeps more millions
from Christ than by almost any other
means that he has devised.

There is a poison in that literature
which is ruining thousands and tens of
thousands of people of all ages.

After a comprehensive enumeration
of the different forms of evil in the
world, the speaker proceeded to the
second thought of the text: " How the
church overcomes?"

The blood of the Lamb when it was
shed in this world gave the promise
and the pledge that all these powers
should be overcome. "And He shall
not fail nor be discouraged till He shall
set ih judgement in the the earth," etc.

This victory is assured to the saints
on account of the blood of the Lamb
and the word of their testimony. Christ,
the Lamb, entered the conflict against
sin for us and in that fight the blood
was shed.

Young convert and old convert, when
you get into a tussel with the devil and
he is likely to overcome you, gather up
all your strength and shout Jesus, and
3'ou will overcome by this wonderful
power; but one mention of the word
of Jesus is enough to overcome a mil-
lion of devils. They cannot stand that,
the5r know what you mean when you
talk about the '• blood of the Lamb."
And ultimately, oh ! blessed be God,
the time is coming on, the devil has
got notice to quit, the writ of ejectment
is coming on, and Christ has the power
to enforce it. And so the church over-
comes the world by his power and faith.
•'This is the victory " says the apostle,
" that overcometh the world."

The speaker next referred to the
human means to be used as conveyed
in the closing words of the test. Man
was to be the witness to his fellow man
of the power of the cross, and closed
with an earnest exhortation to sinners
to come to Christ.

Thursday at Mount Tabor.
The weather was cool and delightful

on the Mount to-day, and the grounds
were filled with people at an early hour.

The 10:30 service was attended by the
largest congregation of any week day
yet.

Rev. Dr. Freeman, of Morristown,
delivered the morning discourse, tak-
ing as his text the 5th chapter of the
Epistle of St. James, the 19th and 20th
verses.

SERMON.

" Brethren, if any of you do err from
the truth and one convert him, let him
know that he which converteth a sin-
ner from the error of his way shall save
a soul from death and shall hide a mul-
titude of sins."

This is one of those numerous texts
of Scripture which is like a many sided
chrystal, you turn it which way you
will and there is light on every side.

You look at this text from one side,
we have suggested to us the sinner's
condition; turn it again and we see the
sinner's danger ; another side shows us
the sinner's hope, salvation ; another
side shows us the instrumental^
of his conversion who turns; still again
and another side shows us the possi-
bility of final apostasy.

I propose this morning simply to call
your attention to one of the surfaces of
this bright chrystal, and perchance you
may be able to see through that some
of the reflection of the chrystals on the
other side.

There is one thing that strikes me as
very strange in reference to the con-
version of sinners, and that is that sin-
ners themselves should have anything
at all to do with it; we should have
left that out.

It is strange also that a man has to do
anything for his own conversion. Yet
we are told to " work out our own sal-
vation with fear and trembling."

The speaker next gave this defini-
tion of conversion, " that it was a turn-
ing away from the wrong course into
the right course."

We are not to understand that in the
human agency in the conversion of
sinners men work independant of God.

' The rest of the passage which I have
just read sets that point at rest. "It
is God that worketh in you both to
will and to do of his good pleasure."
And it is therefore God's work, ulti-

j raately however much he majr have
employed human agents.

The Scriptures do not teach that God
could not work otherwise, but that is
not the point.

The divine plan is that men shall be
instrumental in converting their fellow-
men, so that men convert others by
pleading with them, by urging, and by
pointing them to Christ, who is the
only Savior of sinful man, and there-
fore men cannot boast as though they
unaided, had wrought this thing to
pass. Let us notice some Scriptural

i illustrations of this principle of man's
agency in the work of conversion.
The first significant fact is this. In the
great scheme of human redemption,
the central figure is found to be a man.
Human plans would never have
thought of that, but God thought of it.

Then again we find further that this
divine man, when he was sent about
the great work of converting sinners,
selecting men to carry the message.

And when he left the earth he prom-
ised to send his Holy Spirit, and one
might ask, "Why, could not the Holy
Spirit do all this work, why should

I men be selected to be his ministers ?"
'; Passing by angels and not even allow-
j ing himself in the person of the Holy
• Spirit as his representative after he
j should leave the earth, to do all this
j work, but furnished men.

He called them from their fishing
nets and said, "Behold, I will make
you fishers of men."

As seen on the day of Pentecost,
I when 3,000 souls were saved, the Holy
Spirit has its work to do. and the
preaching apostles also had their work.
The Spirit prepared the people to
receive the Word and prepared the
preachers to preach it, and then stood
by them while they preached.

While angels have their allotted
work to do in reference to the salva-
tion of men, yet there is a part of th e
work that men can do a great deal bet-
ter than angels.

Many instances were then deduced to

show that the angels are often instru-

ments in the conversion of men, but
their part is limited and men are always
called in to complete the work. There
is something in this great work that
even the great Head of the Church
does not do. Mind I do not say " can

j not do!" but selects men to accorn-
Iplish.

Take the marvleous instance of the
conversion of Saul of Tarsus.

He was stricken by the way, and
God showed him his heart as he never
saw it before. He was not disobedient
to the heavenly vision, but determined
to turn and lead a better life.

He was blinded by the vision of glo-
ry, and had to be led in his blindness
until he entered Damascus.

But the full work was not yet accom-
plished, it needed a human instrumen-
tality not because the divine was insuf-
ficient, but because in the Messiah, the
divine and the human were blended
and in the work of salvation they were
blended. And so he goes to Ananias.

And Ananias was surprised and
even his faith was disturbed for a time.

But do you remember what he said
to Saul the first thing ?

He went to him and said, " Brother
Saul."

Their common experience made them
brethren, he called this persecutor his
brother, and said unto him, "The Lord
even Jesus who met thee in the way,
hath sent me that thou mtghtst re-
ceive thy sight," and straightway his
eyes were opened.

I cannot think that these are mere
accidental circumstances, but it seems
to me that there is a law here that men!
shall have a part in the conversion of
his fellow men.

God, in selecting men to be instru-
mental in converting other men, does
it because he would have everyone of
us understand the great delight there
is in doing good.

Another reason why God would have
I us labor for others. It may be because
men can sympathize better with men
than another being can.

Suppose, for example, that my poor
I heart is oppressed with the sense of
sin. I have been hardened ; I have
heard the gospel, but it never produced
any effect. I am sinking: in despair—
I want help ; I want to know what I

I shall do to be saved.
I suddenly start; I hear the music of

a silvery voice and I look and see be-
fore me an angel of God, and a voice

i says to me, " my friend what
j aileth thee ?" I say, and tremble while
I I say it, oh, sir, I am a sinner; I cannot
look at such a pure one as you are ; I
am going to ruin, and I don't know
what to do. The angel says: "My
friend, fear not, there is salvation for
you. Why, I was one of that innumer-
able throng that went down on the
plains of Bethlehem and saw the shep-
herds ; I joine&l in A.e chorus of "Glory
to God on higri, on earth peace, good

I wil! to men."

I know that there, is salvation for
you." But I say, I afti such a great
sinner, how do you know* he can save
me. The angel replies : "I have heard
it said that he is might3r to save; that
he saves the people from their sins,
and is able to save, unto the uttermost,
all who come to him."

But I say to him, " Ah, that may bfe
true in a general sense, but how do I
know that he will save me, there never
was such a sinner as I am ; " If you
can only tell me that there is mercy for
me, how glad my soul would be." Yes,
there is mercy if you only come to
Christ."

" Did )'ou ever come to him? Were
you ever saved ?"

" I never needed salvation, there
were some of my brothers that sinned
against God, they never were saved.
I never heard that there was any pro-
vision made for their salvation, but I
know what is done for you—poor lost
men, I have no experience in the mat-
ter."

I should say, " fold thy wings and go
back to the upper heavens, your visit
to me is but an assurance of my
doom,"

And I weep and mourn, " Woe is me

' for I am undone."

V



But I hear another voice, not s
finely tuned as the angelic, but there i
a strange sympathy in it that thrills in
heart, and the voice says, " Brothe
what aileth thee?" And I look up an
there is a man.

He tells me there is hope for me, tha
he was once such a sinner as I. an
Christ saved him and Jesus can sav
me.

That is the story ot the Cross, le
somebody tell it to me that know
nothing by experience and it does m
no good, but let a brother man, a sin
ner like myself come to me and tell m
•what he has felt and seen and m;
heart responds with joy and hope.

The other class is those who pro-
less the higher life but represent it as so iu-
Jerior and as ot little account. God's ordei
is high, higher, highest.

jiany rush into the church without eon-
•verfion and thus take it by iorce. Christ is
to be found jus' where sin separates from
holiness—where death from immortality.

It was shown uext that it was not neces-
sary to know ho v or why this conversion
came ; we must put ourselves in the way ot
it as we put ourselves in the way of the wind
to feel its cooling breeze.

The preacher closed with an earnest ap
peui to all unsaved, sin sick sinners.

Terrible Accident.
By a mine cave at Hackelbarney, yesterday,

three men vvere killed and two badly hart,
William Gulicir, John -Beek and Charles
Jones were killed, and William Stires and
Isaac Emrnons baiily hurt.

About 4 o'clock in the atternoon the mine
on top the hill, west of Hackelbarney, was
the scene ot a terrible accident. The mine is
an opeu cut about 50 ieet deep and 30 feet
wide, with a wall oi rock on each side.
Several miners were at their various fiaties
•when suddenly, without a moments warning,
the east wall caved in, covering William
Gulick, John Beek and Charles Jones witb
hundreds of tons of rocks, ore and earth.
William Stires and Isaac Emmons, who
were near the west side ot the cut, beiBg
covered only up to their waists.

In a very short time a large crowd ot peo-
ple had gathered and immediately lent a
helping hand towards rescuing the men who
•were still alive, and, atter two hours oi des-
perate efforts, Stires and Emmons were ex-
tracted, when it was found both had their

' limbs badly mangled and bioken. They
^vere sent to their homes immediately, and it
is to be hoped they will recover. Jones'
body R-as recovered badly mangled, bat
Gullet and Beek's body, at this writing
(6 P. M. Thursday) have not been found. It
is said that the mine was cot sate, and if
such i?i the case the compfaj* will be held re-
sponsible.

Camp Tabor, N. J.
After an agreeable ride of an hoar and a

half on the Delaware, Imckawanaa and West-
ern Railroad, through one ot the most pic-
turesque and highly cultivated portions of
New Jersey, we arrived at Denville, where
the Eailroad Company are building a Dew
stHtion, over 200 feet in length, lor the ac-
commodation of visitors to the camp grounds.
This looks very much like business, and from
what I know personally of the gentlemgn in
charge ot Camp Tabor, I am sure of the suc-
cess of the enterprise. After a walk o! about
rive minutes I found myselt on the grounds,
and was strnek with the improved condition
of affairs. Another featnre of Camp Tabor
is tbe water, which is derived irom a spring
on the iJjacent farm, is conveyed to a large
ivservoir on an elevated portion of the ground
through earthen pipes, and thence by iron
pipes to all parts ot the camp. The water is
largely impregnated with iron, sulphur and
carbon.ite ol lime, rendering it tonic, laxa-
nve and alterative. Its effect is to stimulate
the secretions of the mucous membranes j
generally bat especially those of the alimen- •
tary canal and is theretore valuable in cases j
of habitual constipation, congestion of the i
liver or kidneys, and dyspeptic eructations or j
flatulence.
