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Friday's Services.
A good sized audience assembled be-

fore the Tabernacle at the 10:30 ser-
vice to-day. Prayer was offered by
Rev. Dr. Sims, who especially called
upon God to remember the nation now
in the hour of trial, and in view of the
unfavorable symptoms just developed,
and prayed that the President's life
might be spared, if it be God's will, and
every heart in the congregation re-
sponded to that petition.

SERMON.

The preacher of the morning was
Rev. Dr. Upham, of Drew Seminar}'.
His discourse was based upon the pas-
sage of Scripture found in 2d General
Epistle of Peter, part of the 16th verse :
" For we have not followed cunningly
devised fables."

Peter was an old man and every mo-
ment in expectation of death when he
wrote these words. Where he wrote
these words we cannot definitely tell.
We know that a short time before he
was resident at Babylon, and from that
city he sent a former epistle to the
Churches. Did he go from that city
to Rome ?

Allow me to say, and of course I
speak as a Protestant, that I can see
no good reason for denying the cur-
rent tradition of the Church concern-
ing his residency in the Imperial City.
He was an old man about 70 years.
The legend is that trying one day to
escape from Rome, he met the Lord
Jesus in the way. "Whither goest
thou, oh, Lord, said Peter. "I go,"
was the Lord's reply, " to Rome to be
crucified." Peter turned himself and
ran back into the. city and calmly
awaited his fate.

I see him as he sits down to write
this epistle, an old man, persecution is
imminent; very soon he is to seal his
faith in Christ by his blood, he desires
to put himself upon the record once
more, and he writes, "we have not fol-
lowed cunningly devised fables," as
though he had said, "Brethren, I de-
sire once more to put myself squarely
on the record." I am an old man, I
write now in the eternal calm of age.
I must shortly put off this, my taberna-
cle, but it is a fact—the gospel is true.

Such in a word, is the history of the
test announced. I take this statement
of St. Peter to be the expression of the
evangelical church of Jesus Christ con-
cerning-the Gospel "we have not fol-
lowed cunningly devised fables." Now
the church is a witness to the truth and
for the truth.

The legitimate function ofthe church
is to bear witness to certain facts, to a
certain experience. And while the
testimony ofthe church is not always
given in the words of my text, but in
other ways I know of no passage in the
New Testament that more concisely or
definitely expresses the church's desti-
ny than this one.

Years ago in the early centuries men
wrought patiently and faithfully over a
few cubic feet of stone, placingthem one
upon another and after, years of toil
the stately cathedral stood out to view
with its long drawn aisles and vaulted
roof; that cathedral still the admiration
of men, is only another way to express
the testimony of the church as con-
tained in the text.

Did it ever occur to you that infidel-
ity builds few places in which to preach
negation ?

And after all why should it, when a
man takes all the " nots " out ofthe
commandments and puts them into his
creed. Why should he expend any
money to build a place in which to
preach his negation.

The work of infidelity is destructive.
The work of the church is conservative
and constructive.

Some years ago in a certain place as
the members of a certain church con-
templated tearing down their old build-
ing for the purpose of erecting a new
one. The pastor called upon a man not
unfriendly to religion—a free thinker—
he asked subscription ofthe man, who
very politely declined and as the pas-
tor was turning away he said to biin,
"I find the subscription reads that you
intend to tear down your old church

and build a new one. I will give you a
thousand dollars not for the purpose
of building a new church, but for the
purpose of tearing down the old one."
Now that is precisely the work of infi-
delity, when an infidel has succeeded i
in unsettling- the faith ofa man, he has
succeeded well. When he has injected
doubts into the mind of some humble
believer he has accomplished his work.

Now every church builds, be it the
lofty cathedral or the humble log
chapel.

Every church builds—it is another
way of expressing the testimony of the
church, "We have not followed cunning-
ly devised fables. I desire to notice some
ofthe constituent elements of this tes-
timony which the church bears. Eigh-
teen centuries, brethren, have passed
away since Peter lived and wrote—
eighteen centuries of progress, and
coming to-day from all forms and
branches of the one Catholic Apostolic
Church of Christ, from the Church of
Luther, of Cranmer, from the Church
of Calvin or Wesley, and from all mhu-r
sects of the true church of Jesus
Christ, I hear this clear ringing testi-
mony. We have not followed cun-
ningly devised fables.

I have to say in the first place this
is a very positive testimony. It would
be hard work to frame a stronger de-
claration than the one of my text.

Now if St. Peter had desired he
would have spoken differently, he
would have written like this—" Breth-
ren, the possibility is, and I have been
a preacher for man}" years, that my
preaching has been in accord substan-
tially with the principles of truth. The
possibility is that Jesus Christ of the
seed of David was the long promised
Messiah, and that his religion has in it
to-day more of truth than any other
system. The strong probability is that
when I shall have part of this my Tab-
ernacle, I shall rise to newer and
grander conceptions ofthe truth. Did
he say that ? He might have put it
perhaps in the expression, but he did
not.

In these times we have grave cau-
tions administered to us lest we be too
positive in asserting something in the
exercise of our ministry. It is said that
religious opinions are continually

j changing—just as though Christianity
was a string of anybody's opinions and
then it becomes us to be very modest
in this wonderful age in this world we
live in making any positive assertions.

The favorite dictum of a certain class
of religionists I wot of, is this, to doubt
is more religious than to dogmatize.
Now over against all this I just put the
clear testimony of the universal church
of Jesus. We have not followed cun-
ningly devised fables.

It seems to me that the church is
old enough and strong enough in these
times to assert the truth of God by
his authority.

This is not the age of apologies. The
first centuries were and those old de-
fenders of the faith wrought well.

If a man be all the time defending
the iaith in these times, he spends his
wretched strength for naught.

If the minister of Christ, standing up
! behind the Bible begins his sentence
with an " if" or " a perhaps " he ought
to re-read his commission for he is sent
out, called by the Holy Ghost, to an-

i nounce by divine authority certain
j facts and truths. We are to look dear
j brethren as it seems to me for the effect
i of preachiDg-, not in lofty eloquence but
j in the power of application of the
j truths of the gospel by the Holy Ghost,
! to the hearts and consciences of the
hearers. Let a man feel in his heart of
hearts that he is called to this office,
let him go forth in trembling hesita-
tion between " who is sufficient for
these things and 'woe is me if I preach
not the gospel." Let him speak out of
his own heart things that he really
knows and the holy spirit will always
carry the words he utters to those who
hear him.

Our Methodist fathers were men of
this stripe—they were not educated in
the schools but might}' men after all.

i They were qualified by the Holy Spirit,
and great signs and wonders followed

their • preaching because they spoke
upon divine authority. Oh, for a re-
turn to the good wa}'.

Brethren, if this world of ours is ever
to be saved, it is to be saved by the
preaching of the gospel. I have little
faith in outside organizations, but I do
believe most truly in the gospel of
Jesus Christ, when "that gospel be an-
nounced on divine authority.

In the first place this testimony of
the Church of God is rational. I claim
to be a rationalist. I am addressing a
great company of ministers, and men
and women who are rationalists in the
true acceptation of that term. I mean
by that that every one who loves the
Lord has a reason for the hope that is
in them, and is able to give that reason.

I know we hear it said sometimes
that this everlasting announcement
that the gospel is true savors of fanati-
cism. Fanatical is it to announce that
the gospel be true ? The speaker cited
the incident of Jasper, the colored
preacher in Richmond, preaching the
doctrine Sunday after Sunday that the
sun moved in defiance of Copernicus'
system ofthe universe, and said : That
old African preacher was a profound
philosopher in comparison with that
man, who after eighteen centuries of
the church's testimony to the truth of
the Christian religion will stand up and
pronounce it fanaticism ! That will do
until some enterprising lunatic shall
invent something sillier.

Let us call up some of these fanatics,
these witnesses to the truth of religion.
Testimony is always in order in a
Methodist meeting. There sits an old
man before a rude writing structure
writing- a letter.

It is winter and he shivers in the
cold. He has no cloak for it has been
left at Troas. He seems anxious to tes-
tify and let us hear what he has to say.
The speaker here narrated that grand
summing up Paul gave of his life's work
as it was nearing its end, closing with,
"But none of these things move me
neither count I my life dear unto mv-
self, so that I may finish my course
with joy and the ministry I have re-
ceived from the Lord Jesus. I am an
old man now; this is the second time
of my imprisonment; I expect to be
led out togthe block of the executioner
very soon ; and this is my testimony, "I
know whom I believe and am persuad-
ed that he is able to keep that I have
committed to him against that day."

That was his testimony. Stop a mo-
ment my friends and think. That man
has made a deeper mark upon the
thought of the world than any man
who ever walked the planet.

The testimony that Luther gave was
next educed to prove that men know
the truth as it is in Christ Jesus.

John Wesley's testimony was then
given, how he had entered the Church
of England, and becoming converted,
endured suffering and persecution for
the sake ofthe truth.

These testimonies, I submit, are ra-
tional ; they come from men who spok e
their real conviction from some of the
grandest and profoundest thinkers this
world has ever known.

It is fashionable in some parts ofthe
country, perhaps it is not so here, to
attempt to convey the impression that
the great minds of the world are not
now on the side of Christ and Chris-
tianity.
• I deny it ! There are men' of pro-

found learning who delight to bring- all
their acquirements and lay them a will-
ing offering at the feet of Jesus.

And the thought of the world and
the literature of the world are reaiiy
with his church.

I come now to another point. This
testimonv is reliable because for the
greater part it is experimental. That
is to say men speak out of the depths
cf consciousness when they say " We
have not followed cunningly devised
fables." There are some who would
have us believe, there can be no such
thing as absolute knowledge unless it
comes to us by a process of reasoning,
and hence we are told that some ofthe
sciences are eaact, Now a moments
thought on this point.
