Thursday’s Services.

MORNING.

Another beautiful day dawned, and
nature assumed her loveliest smile.
Many people came in by the morning |
trains; and as the hour for public ser-
vice a goodly multitude had assembled
in the Grove before the stand.

The devotional exercises were con-
ducted by Dr. Taylor, Rev. Gilbert H.
Winans, of New- Germantown, N. J,,
and Rev. Jacob P: Fort, of Lafayette,
N.J. The sermon was preached by

REV. GEO. LANSING TAYLOR, D.D.,

of Brooklyn. Dr. Taylor has gray hair
and beard, both closely trimmed: has
a full face and rather a striking one.
He is as much distinguished among
American Methodists for his poetic
talents as for his pulpit ability. His
muse is fully occupied with religious
themes. He has an original way of
saving things, and is very pronounced
in his convictions and the utterance of
them. It mayv be stated as an interest-
ing fact that Dr. Taylor preached the
first sermon delivered in the newly
organized Camp Meeting at Morris-
town in 1866 —a sermon that is still re-
membered as a remarkable one.

The text chosen by Dr. Taylor for
this morning’s discourse was Matt. 16:
26; “ For what is a man profited if he
shall gain the whole world and lose his
own soul? Or what shall a man give
in exchange for his soul ?”’

The speaker began by alluding to
the regatta of the yachts—how fine
they looked with their great clouds of
canvas and club top-sails, with spinack-
ers set. But for all purposes of mer-
chandise, the plain tub of a lighter to
carry goocds into port is much to he
preferred to the handsome yacht. Then
he proceeded to say that the eloquent
preachers who might be seated upon
the platform, or scattered before him
might make a very much finer appear-
ance in theirpreaching with their club
top-sails and spinackers; but he came
to present to them, as a plain tub of a
lighter. the real merchandise of the
Gospel.

What is a man profited if he shall
gain the whole world and lose his cwn
soul ? In the revised version thc word
soul is rendered /fe. This fits in well
with the verse that precedes the text.
Christ has been talking about a man’s
saving his life. “ Whoscever will save
his hife shall loseit; and whosover will
lose his life, for my sake, shall find it.
For what is a man profited if he shall
gain the whole world and lose his own
life >’ In the parallel passage in Mark
(8: 36, 37) the same fact is brought out.

A man will give a great deal for
his life. As it is said in the
Book of Job, “Skin for skin; all
that a man hath will he give for his
life.”” The significance of this saying
of Christ about the value of life, is
seen 1n the fact that a little before it
was spoken, the Jews wentabout to kill
him ; and it is said, “From that time
forth began Jesus to show unto his dis-
ciples how that he must go unto Jeru-
salem and suffer many things of the el-
ders and chief priests and scribes, and
be killed.” Peter objected to this. But
Christ said to him, ¢ Get thee behind me,
Satan.” He wasan offence to the Mas-
ter in that attitude—a stumbling block,
an ill savor. “Thou savorest not of
the things that be of God.” Peter was
looking out for his own life. It was
the look-out-for-yourself spirit. The
save-vour-own-bacon feeling.  But
Christ was teaching that a man should
denv himself and take up his cross.
Every Roman would know what that.
meant. The cross was the symbol of
infamy. Whosoever shall save his life
after your fashion, Peter, by shirking
his duty, by fearing consequences of
doing right, shall surely lose it—every
time ! But whosoever shall lose his
life—by self-sacrifice, willingly, cheer-
fully, and by self-denial, the giving up
ot everything for Christ’s sake—this
man shall surely find it. For, Peter,
this is the principle that I am laying
down, that a man gains nothing by a
selfish, unspiritual life. For what is a
man profited if he gains the whole
world and loses his life. This is an old
idea—it is God’s idea—this, of the im-
mense value of life. There is nothing
that a man will not surrender to save
his life. David says in the 49th
Psalm, “None of them can by any
means redeem his brother, nor give to
God a ransom for him, that he should
still live forever and not see corrup-
tion ; for the redemption of their soul
(that is, /#fe) is precious and it ceaseth
forever.”

Our text is a commercial idea. It
appeals to the business man. It sug-
gests to us the great balance sheet, by
which we see at a glance the respective
values of life and the world. A balance
sheet is a device by which a business
man determines his standing. In try-
ing times it is an important thing fora
man to know exactly how he stands
every Saturday night—every day, if

possible—and this, the balance sheet
clearly shows him; for here on one

If there is
more on the credit than on the debit
side, there has been a gain ; if niore on
the debit than on the credit side, there
has been a loss. In a crisis, when a
man is doing a large business, and
he is buying at market rates and
selling at market rates, he hardly
knows where he stunds, In those
swift times, with the constant and sud-
den changes of values, the balance
sheet will send one man home as hap-
py as a king, and still strip another
of all his wealth and leave him
in despair. A bank must balance
its accounts every night. Everything
must be exact even to a penny.

Now how does your account stand
with God? The text shows the
relative value of things. Is your credit
clear in the great clearing-house
against the judgment of the day of
God? The balance sheet is a solemn
thing to the business man in swift
times. His position in the business
world and his standing in the social
depends upon it. Why is it that so
many men have gone down in the com-
mercial panics ? Frequently the trouble
was that they didn't make out their
balance sheets six months before souls
are lost because they are careless cf
consequences. They don’t know where
they stand. .

Here is the simple Rule of Three:
God: his law ; and my soul. These are
the things to be taken intoaccount. A
poor soul has been doing business on
God’s capital; has become poorer
and poorer; his paper has been
discounted ; he has become bank-
rupt; and justice would send him
to prisou. He calls upon God to
help him, and the Lord writes his own
name across his worthless check. He
sets up with new capital. The old
firm goes out ofexistence. Everything
is new. The converted man balances
up accounts every dayand stands justi-
fied before God through the blood of
Jesus Christ, through whom he has
been redeemed from his condition of
spiritual poverty.

In commenting upon the influences
that move the human heart to choose
some supposed profit in the world, Dr.
Taylor made the statement that he be-
lieved there were at least a hundred
women in the cecngregation who could
vouch for the fact that woman, in her
endeavor to attain a high social status,
pursued this object of their lives with
as tireless and unrelenting ambition as
that which moved Napoleon in his at
tempt to make Europe his empire.
But it was destined to as great a disap-
pointment. For what shall it profit?
There must come a time wher ambi-
tion is satiated; when every natural
desire is gone.

The speaker appealed to the boys
and girls that they should not waste
their lives in the pursuit of worldly
pleasures which experience had
proved to be unsatisfactory at last.
He warned them of the ingratitude
which proposed to offer to the Lord at
the close of their days, the burnt out
cinder of life.

“Gain the whole world.” Well,
that is a great deal. Perhaps some of
you say, * my ambition is more moder-
ate than that. I only wanta compe-
tence—I want to take the world easy.”
Well, let us take vou up onthat. Isn't
there something you ought to do which
you haven’t done? and isn’t there
something you ought not to have done
which you have done? O, you say I
believe in religion—my mother believed
in it—I think it is a good thing—and
so on. But that is a drifting sort of
life. These people are like chips on
the current. It is notthe idea of life
contained in the text. The life that
Christ meant was strong and vigorous ;
antagonizing evil. It was everlasting
life. God proposes to reduce us to
nothing, and raise us to everything.

Suppose we have here two columns.
Over one we write, “ The World.” Pat
under that your sharpness in business ;
your love for swinish pleasures, put it
all in. Over the other column write one
line, “ Own Soul.” In other words you
put in there all there is of you that is
worth anything. There isn’t anything
in the world that is worth anything to
you without your soul. That makes
all the rest worth something. Other
things are nothing but the husk. Now
let us adjust the beam ofthe scale of
Justice. Add up both columns. How
far the soul outranks in valueall other
things.

The doctor recited that quaint and
curious poem entitled the *‘ Philoso-
pher’s Scales,” in which occurred these
lines :

“A lord and a lady went up in full
sail,

Though balanced by only a ten-penny
nail.’ -

The idea ofthe poem was to show how
a certain philosopher was seeking to
ascertain the value of things that were
usuoally set in the opposite scales. The
final stanza showed how the world was
put in one scale and the soul of a beg-

soul outweigh’s the world so that
* The beam of the balance so mightily

fell,
That it jerked the philosopher out of
his cell.”

Then the speaker proceeded to show
that this was the way in which God
judged men. There is nothing else
going so cheap among human beings
as the human soul. For a little pleas-
ure, for the sake of gain by dishonesty,
for the sake of a chance to get an ad-
vantage in the world, men sell their
souls for very little.

We must awaken the conscience of
the people as to the real value cf their
spiritual nature. We are really break-
ing the market ourselves by the ruin-
ous cheapness at which we offer to sell
ourselves. I believe in preaching to
men and women—not to preachers andi
saints and sinners. The Lord doesn’t
come to a man and say, “ Reverend,
Sir, are you not a little wrong here ?”
or, * Honorable Mr. So-and-so are you
not a little wrong there ?” He does not
speak to a man as “’Squire ;” or defer-
entially address a woman as “ Madam.”
God knows us only as simple naked
souls. He wants us to see what we are,.
and then proposes to make us what he
wants us to be.

We look at the way in which God
proposes to pay aman. “ For the Son
of Man shall come in the glory of his
Father, with his angels; and then he
shall reward every man according to
his works.” “ Oh, no,” cries the sin-
ner, “ Not that way!” He does not
want to be paid in that way. Not ac-
cording to his works, for his works are
all bad. Well, then, if you don’t want
to be paid thot way get rid of your
works ! Salvation does not mean
much for the next world, if it doesn’t
begin in this. We must pray.—“Thy
will be done on earth as itis in Heaven.”
That is, do the will of God as
the angels do it—nc¢t what they
do, but with the same spirit that
they do. You can do that just as
well as they can. If a worm an inch
long, or an insect floating in the Sum-
mer air, could comprehend what God
wanted him to do, and then should:
strive to do it to the best of its ability,
it would be doing the will of God inits
sphere as the Angel Gabriel is doing it
in the blaze of the throne of God.

The speaker closed by exhorting his
hearers to seek after a full salvation
and not a half one.

AFTERNOON.

Another large audience assembled in
the Grove, and the opening exercises
were participated in by Rev. S. N. Be-
bout, of Perth Amboy and Rev. Dr.
Craig, of Newark. The sermon was
delivered by

REV. R. VANHORNE, D. D.,

of Roseville, N. J., from the text, Zeph-
aniah, 3:14—17, “ Sing, O daughter of
Zion! Shout, O Israel! 2 glad and
rejoice with all the heart”—etc.

The object of the preacher was to
show that joy was the natural result of
the Christian religion, and that rejoic~
ing was a natural act of a Christian
heart. He began by saying that sev-
eral years ago he attended service at a
certain church with a brother minis-
ter; and as they sat looking at the
congregation, his brother minister cal-
led his attention tuo a pew occupied al-
together by elderly men. Their face-
and attitude showed that they were de—
vout men ; but it was remarked that
there was a sad expression upon their
countenances which at first seemed in-
explicable ; but the theory of the
brother who called his attention to
them was, and doubtless it was the
true one, that these men had been ac-
customed to looking upon the sober
side of religion until their entire lives
had been saddened with it. It is pro-
bable that their attention had never
been directed to the joyvousness of re-
ligion.

One of the strongest arguments in
favor of the Christian religion is, that
it produces the highest joy and the:
most satisfying happiress. I can say
for myself that my joy in life has been:
a hundred fold greater than if I had
never become a Christian. My experi-
ence confirms the words of Jesus, “ My
yoke is easy and my burden is light.”
The preacher stated that it was his-
purpose to present this aspect of the
Christian religion—that it is one of joy.
This, said he, ought not to require any
preacher to tell it. We find evidences
of it in every part of the Scriptures..
We are told that the fruits of the Spirit
are love, joy, peace, etc.; and Paul
speaks of the *“joy in the Holy
Ghost.,” QOur hymnology is full of
the same thought. For instance:

“Come ye that love the Lord,
And let your joys be known.”
Also that other well known hymn =
“ How happy are they
Who the Savior obey !”
And that other one:
“ How happy every child of grace
Who knows his sins forgiven !”
Then there is our text which ex-
horts the Church in a. most emphatie:
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manner : “ Sing, O daughter of Zion!
Shout O Israel! B: giad and rejoice
with all the heart, O daughter of Jeru-
salem !” You observe that the reason
is given for the joy: that God will

save his people and will rejoice over |

them !
over thee with joy!”
on it says that God “ Will joy over
thee with singing.” Now, if God re-
joices over us with singing, it is cause
for us to rejoice.

The doctor’s next point was that the
language of the text was of the nature
of an authorization. We say rejoice.
There are some people whose admoni-
tion to us would be that we should be
solemn: that lite is short. and it
becomes us to be very grave in view
of eternity. Butthe Scriptures do not
teach us that. It is true that Isaac
Wattis wrote that when we were in the
midst of joy,

“We should suspect some danger
nigh.” But there is a history con-
nected with Watts most solemn hymn.
It seems that he had a tender feeling
for a voung woman, and she jilted him.
He immediately went home and sat
down and wrote :

*“ How vain are all things here below;
How false and yet how fair!

Each plesasure hath its poison too,
And every sweet a snare.”’

That is altogether different from the
Scriptural idea which is that we should
be glad and rejoice with all our hearts.
We are to sing and even shout for joy.

I would like to say to the uncon-
verted that this joy is a spzritual joy.
Do nout be dismayed at the word
< spiritual.” Every man has a body
and a spirit. There is a possibility
that a man’s body may be racked with
pain and yet that there muay be inward
calm and gladness.

The speaker referred to the statement
of the late Alfred Cookman, to the ef-
fect that while his lower nature was
suffering excruciaiing agony, his soul
was full of joy and peace. The uncon-
verted man has ncither sadness nor
gladness in his soul. It isthe spiritual
function to realize either sadness for
sin or gladness for pardon. “ You hath
he quickened who were dead in tres-
passes and sins.”

An apt quotation concerning thz
“good man’ in the Deserted Village
was giten by the speaker ; and then he
exhorted the unconverted that if they
would realize the highest joy they
should turn to the Lord and seek
salvation. He did not think that the
joy of the prodigal when he arrived at
home consisted in the feast and the
music andé dancing ; but in the fact
that his father had come out to meet
him without shrinking from his rag-
ged clothes and wretched poverty.

The preacher told an incident re'at-
ing to a Christian woman in humble
circumstances whose husband had re-
cently died. One evening she sat by
the door looking along tle path ly
which he usually returned home from
his labor, and the thought suddenly
struck her, *“ he’ll never come again.”
The tempter immediately suggested
that she was not only left alone, but
that her means of support were taken
away. At first she was overwhelmed;
but at length she turned to Christ and
found peace; and then she exclaimed:
“ Peace, troubled soul! Thou needst

not fear!
Thy great Provider stiil is near !’

Another thought is that the joy of
the Christian is the joy of his God.

This is ot a matter of inference only,
but is Scripture: Christ said that his
joy shouid be in the disciples. The
Psalmist speaks of drinking from the
river of God's pleasure.

This joy is not evanescent. It is
everlasting. When the prophet tells
us that God “ rests in his love,” it in-
dicates the unchargeable nature of it.
Happiness is a2 permai eat happiness
when it comes from God.

The preacher told the story of the
boy in the Alps whao used to go every
morning with his bucket to the spring
on the side of the mountain. A trave-
ler asked him if he always went to that
same spring for water. The boy re-
plied that he did not; that in the dry
season the spring ceased to flow.
«Then,” said he, pointing upward, “1I
go to that spring higher up.” The
traveler inquired where he found water
when this second spring ran dry. The
boy pointed to a green spot still higher
on the mountain side. and said, “then
I go up there.” “ Well,” said the
traveler, “what do you do when that
fails ?” “Oh,” exclaimed the boy,
<« that never dries up!” So, with us.
If we go high enough we strike a spring
that never runs dry. You remember
that at the request of the daughter of
Othniel, Caleb gave her the upper
and the nether springs. The child
of God has possession of the upper
and the nethér springs; thatis, he has
not only all the best that the world
can give, but he drinks also from the
streams that flow from the river of the
water of life. Even the trials of life do
not quench his joy. If we hold on to
God, he holds on to us. You have
heard ‘ Home sweet Home” played
with variations, where the same touch-
ing tune was constantly reappearing
amid the rapid and skilfully played
notes which seemed to have so little to
do with it. So it is that the joy of God
is constantly singing in the heart not-
withstanding the varying notes of sor-
row and trouble around it. Or, as the
Scriptures put it, ** Sorrowful, yet al-
ways rejoicing

The joy of religion gives additional

assurance of tke 1ea’ity of religion it-
self. “ Ask that your joy may be full,”
is Christ’s own word. If there is joy in
religion, we may be reasonably satis-
fied with it. People go to balls and
parties because they are seeking after
happiness ; but they won't go there
after they find the joy of God. That
will be thrust out through the expul-
sive power of the new affection.

The additional po nts made by the
speaker were as follows: Wedon'tre-
present our religion correctly when we |
don’t have the joy of- it, the blood
sometimes lacks iron, and perhaps the
iron to tone up your Christian life is
something like this: the joy of the
Lord is your strength; we reach this
Jjoy by being good and obedient.

The story or the two buckets, one of
which compiained that it always went
down empty, and the other rejoiced
that it always came up full, was hearti-
ly appreciated. The sermon was closed
with an exhortation.

Wherever pro-
hibitory liquor laws are adopted effort
should be constantly made to give
them full effect, and if the people do
not like the way they work they will
conclude that there is a wiser and bet-
ter way of dealing with the liquor traf-
fic and make a change. The only way
to reach a settled policy and one that
will work satisfactorily is to give any
experiment that is adopted a full and
fair trial. Itis for the people to say

whether it is a success.

This eminent winister of the gospel |

He settled in
Washington, N. J., and learned the
blacksmith’s trade.

In January, 1874, he was converted,
under the ministry of Rev. Isaae Cross,
and joined the Methodist Episcopal
church.

Uniting |
with the Newark Conference, at its first ’
session in 1838, with John F. Hurst, |

yvears’ of study in Germany, with
perhaps the finest culture of any in it,
at that time. Between him and his
sturdy blacksmith classmate, there
sprang up a strong personal triendship,
which has never been interrupted.

From his admission to full conneec-
tion, Dr. Craig has been a most con-
spicuous figure on the Conference floor.

His first appointment was Swarts-
wood. After one year’s service in
Trinity, he was appointed, April 1882,
to the Jersey City District. Though
always successful where hard work was
to be done, the presiding eldership has
been his throne. In this, his success
has been most wonderful. Early in his
first year, he saw that this office held
the key of the whole situation in church
work, especially in the matter of benev-
olences, and honestly and earnestly
sought to measure up to its possibili-
ties. The advance on the missionary
collection has been 112 per cent. He is
one of the few men possessed of really
great executive ability—a natural lead-
er of men, who inspires confidence and
enthusiasm in his followers.

By the Tabulations of Rev. J. W.
Young, of the 429 districts in the United
States, Dr. Craig found his to be No.
160. His first year’s work brought it
up to No. 114 ; his second to No. 13;
his third No. 3, and at the end of his
fourth he left it, by considerable odds,
the foremost district in the table.

At the eclose of the Conference last
April, before reading the appointments,
Bishop Foster said of him substantial-
ly: **I believe no man in the last
twenty years hasgiven such an impulse
to this officeashe. I havenever known
his equalin the presiding eldership, and
doubtif he has ever had a superior 1n the
church. His administration has been
felt over half of the Continent. This
was greeted with thunders of applause,
showing the appreciation and esteemin
which he isheld by his brethren. Such
an enconium from such a Bishop and de-
served, is one of the greatest honors
that can come upon the head of a Meth-
odist preacher.

Brother Craig has certain striking
charaecteristics—one of which is his in-
domitable will. A purpose once formed
it is pushed to consummation with a
persistence which remindsone of Grant |
at the siege of Vicksburg.
